Infestation in the farm area last yvear
was spotty, some farms noting a heavy
inroad and many apparently iree
About a month ago specialists from the
University of Marviand took sampies
of sod in the county looking for beetle
erubs. The greatest number were fi1{-
teen grubs in a square foot of sod ex-
amined behind the old Catholic Chureh
on Belmont Street.

He has
served in the Marvland Legislature for
eleven vears and has been engaged in
