High Ground Bést—Fo;
Pasture Shade Trees

If a pasture is to include shade for
the animals, it is better as a rule to
have the trees on high ground than on
low. The border of a stream is likely to
be the worst place for shade trees, ac-
cording to A. T .Semple of the Soil Con-
servation Service. Semple suggests two
good reasons for this preference—ero-
sion control and conservation of fertil-
Ity.

In shade the grass grows thin and
animals standing under the trees Crop
the growth close, cut the sod. and loosen
the soil. This favors erosion, and many
a gully starting from a trampled area
on low ground has run back into a good
pasture area above the shade. If the
shade trees are near the top of a knoll,
Semple points out, there is less danger
that water running down from above
will concentrate and cause serious wash-
ing. If some soil 1s loosened and washes
down the hill, the grass on the open
slope is likely to catch and hold it.

The gain in fertility also worth
considering. Water flowing away from
<hade on high ground has an OppoOr-
tunity to carry and distribute the fer-
tility from the manure€ concentrated
under the trees. If the shade 1s near
the low point of the pasture or along
way., most of the manure

value escapes and is lost.

Trees help prevent washing along
<treams. but if animals are allowed to
herd near the borders they are likely to
break down the banks, loosen soil, and
kill other vegetation so that soil wastes
will counterbalance the soill saved by
the tree roots. It is better, says Semple.
to fence off such trees and to allow the
animals to reach the stream onlv at
particularly ravorable spots where the
banks can be protected.
