With the approach of summer, the
American dog tick is again bothering
dogs and human beings. |

In addition to being a serious pest,|
the tick is a carrier of Rocky Mmmtain:
spotted fever, which has proved fatal
to humans in about one-fourth of the|
recorded cases. and it may also trans-|
mit tularaemia to humans. '

The American dog tick or, as it Is
sometimes known, the wood tick, 1Is
often found crawling on one's clothes
after a walk in the country. Dogs,,
which are allowed to run free, may,
often pick up a score or more of ticks |
each day. |

Mature ticks attach themselves to |
dogs. horses, cattle, human beings and,
to a lesser extent to many wild animals. |
After the female ticks have mated, they
gorge themselves with blood and drop
to the ground, where they lay between
4 000 to 6500 eggs. The eggs hatch into|
seed ticks which attach themselves to
small animals in nature and start the
cvcle over again.
