Ripe Improves Quality

The quality of the Marvland hay crop
can be improved and its value greatly
increased by cutting before it becomes
over-ripe.

Livestock will consume more good
hay than they will of hay that is In-
ferior in quality and that the nutrients
per pound of hay are greater when the
quality is higher. Dairymen and stock-
men can greatly reduce their feed bills,
by producing and feeding good quality
hay, as less grain is needed than when
low grade hay is fed.

With the exception of weather, the
time of cutting affects quality of hay
more than any other single factor. As
to time for cutting, it is advised that
red clover be cut at half-bloom stage.
timothy at early bloom; mixed hay
when the legume In it s al proper
stage. soybeans before the seeds are
three-fourths developed: sweet clover
at the times or before the first blos-
soms appear; and and annual lespedeza
before the lower leaves turn brown.

Alfalfa should reach the full stage
once each year, in order to maintain
the stand. Other cuttings, should be
made when one-tenth to one-fouth 1is
in bloom.

All of the crops may be cut near the
ground, it is stated, except sweet clover,
which should be cut at seven or eight
inches above the ground, so as to leave
one or two buds on each stem to avoid
killing the plant.
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1939 Inventory Shows
Ducks More Plentiful

are on the increase in this
country, the 1939 waterfowl inventory
reveals The inventory, inaugurated
first in 1934, is conducted by the Uni-
ted States Bureau of Biological Survey
with the assistance of the Forest Ser-
vice, the Soil Conservation Service, the
National Park Service, the Naval Air
Service, the Coast Guard, and the State
and county game and police officers.

For the fourth successive vear the an-
nual report shows that duck numbers
increased. Only on the great central
flvywayv located between the Pacific and
Mississippi flyways did inventory re-
veal fewer ducks for the yvear. In 1938
the inventory indicated 12,250,000 water-
fowl. In 1939 the figure was approxi-
mately 14000000, which represented a
general increase of a little more than
14 percent on the areas where the in-
ventories were taken.

The total represents a compilation of
waterfowl numbers for individual win-
tering concentration areas. For each
area the bRds were estimated, hot
counted. Ducks make up by far the
largest part of the 14000000, For
0O the number is down, according
to the iInventory, especially along the
Pacilic coast and also in the region
that Includes roughlv Arkansas, Ten-
Alabama, Mississippi, and Louis-
