discomfort caused by the crawling para-
sites which make the birds uneasy and
perhaps cause a slight damage to the
plumage. .

Treatment should be applied to the
individual bird in preference 1o ‘the
house. however, successful results have
been obtained by house treatment with
nicotine sulphate, sold under the trade |
name as “Black Leaf 40" applied as a,
thin film to the upper surface of the |
roosting poles in the evening a few
minutes before they are occupied by the
birds. When individual treatment is
given, sodium fluoride dusted into the
plumage or dissolved in water at the'
rate of 1 ounce per gallon and used as |
a dip gives good results. The dipping
method should be used in warm weath-
er only and treatment early in the day '
will give the feathers time to dry be-
fore night. However, in either case a|
second application in 10 days will kill |
the lice which have hatched since the
first treatment. Both materials men- |
tioned are very poisonous and should be
handled with care. |

Crude petroleum, crank case oil, or a |
heavy coal tar productssuch as carbol- |
ineum. or creosote oil will prove Very
satisfactory when applied to the roosts
for controlling red mites.
