The average rainfall was 5.10 inches,
1 03 inches above normal. The greatest

Horta, Azores Port, Air Junction

Welcoming the Yankee Clipper oOn
its shake-down transatlantic flight at
Horta. Azores Islands, was not a new
thrill for citizens of the city, says a
bulletin from the National Geographic

Society.

The Navy plane, NC-4, which took
off from Newfoundland on the first
transatlantic flight in 119. landed at
Horta on May 17 Commanded by
1jeutenant-Commander Albert C. Reid,
the NC-4 was one of three planes that
made the hop. Two planes fajiled 200
miles short of the AZ2ZOres. One wWas
forced down and abandoned by its Crew
and the other was lost in fog, landed
on the sea, and taxied to Ponta Delga-
do. the metropolis of the islands.

Again the citizens of Horta peered in-
to the skies on November 21. 1933, and
greeted Colonel and Mrs. Charles A.
Lindbergh as they descended into the
harbor from Lisbon on their epochal
flight around the North Atlantic.

The Azores port, since then, has {re-
quently been visited by transatlantic
flyers, especially during 1938. which was
a boom year In transatlantic flying.
Among the planes alighting on the har-
bor were the German Nordmeer and
RBritish Mercury, the latter the famous
pickaback plane. The city was also
host to the crew of the German Bran-
denburg and the French Lieutenant de

Vaisseau Paris.
