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the door which originally had led to the
sld vestry and Dudleys saw her floor
completely carpeted for the first time.
The total cost of the changes at this
time was $450, which was subscribed on
the day of re-opening.

Three institutions, dear 10 many
hearts. today, resemble each other in the
period of their history and in their strug-
gles. Our nation, which signed her {irst
treaty of peace in 1782; Dudley’'s Chap-
el built in 1783; the Methodist Epis-
copal Church, organized Christmas,
1784. All three began in a struggle and
alike have weathered the storms. Each
split open the rock of slavery or the
status of the negro among us. Each
divided: in 1860, the nation; in 1844, the
Methodist Episcopal denomination; In
1869. Dudley’'s Chapel. In each case,
the contest was years in cCOming {0 A
head. and through it all, there were
hrave men and true on each side.

™ 1875. there happened an incident
in Dudley's which illustrates the loy~-
alty of Methodist ministers to the
word of God, and the story which fol-
lows will show the mellow heart char-
acteristic of many a Methodist lay-
man. The Rev. W. B. Walton was pre-
siding here, and in the midst of his
sermon declared, that in the light ot
scripture, the black man in that gallery
was a brother to the man sitting down
here. Mr Walton was to go home for
dinner that day with Mr. Joseph Smith,
who lived in Double Creek, and irom
there would go to his afternoon ap-
pointment at Union Church. Immedi-
ately after service, Mr. Smith jumped
in his carriage and drove ofl. The
minister after exchanging the usual
oreetings jumped in his carriage and
drove after Mr. Smith. To reach Mr.
Smith's house, it was necessary 10 pPass
through five or six gates. Each of
these. Mr. Smith shut in the very teeth
of the oncoming man of God. Both un-
harnessed and stabled their horses and
went to the parlor without exchanging
words. At dinner, little was said. After
dinner. the Rev. Mr. Walton suggested
prayer before leaving for Union Church.
The preachers of that day would not
leave a house without prayer and 1
was welcomed by the laity. When they
arose from their knees, Mr. Smith was
in tears, and the good old layman in-
sisted that the preacher must come 10
his house on the morrow. The next
day, pastor and friend spent together
one of those happy times then more
common than now and as the minister
returned home the springs were groan-
ing beneath the weight of hams, and
the many good things which Mr. Smith
had placed in the pastor’s carriage.

With the outbreak of the Civil War
the strife intensified. A class-leader.
calling upon a brother for a testimon)
was egreeted with the words, as the
man addressed jumped to his feet: "I
don't want any black Republicans 1o
call my name.” Another class-leader,
calling prayer meeting, announced as
his first hvmn the lines of a hymn
still In our hymnals:

“Show pity, Lord, O Lord forgive!

Let a repenting rebel live.”

At the words, “a repenting rebel,” a
brother Smith bolted for the door,
others followed, and the entire congre-
gation left the house—the leader f{ol-
lowing and explaining that he was in-
nocent of all offense, and did not really
know that the words, “a repenting
rebel” were in the hymn. After an
hour of wrangling the congregation re-
turned and there was a half hour of a
rather cool prayer meeting.

As the Civil War drew to a close and

the congregation of ex-slaves and {ree
negroes, who for three-quarters of a

century had worshipped with the con-|

eregation and held their class meet-
ings in the church vestry, but alwayvs
under a white person as class leader
Many of the while members of the
congregation used to go 10 the vestry
to see the negroes worship. But in
March. 1865. the colored people were
notified that thev could no longer hold
class nor worship God in the vesiry
after the first day of the next Sept-
ember. A request made in August for
an extension of time was refused, and
the poor negroes rolled together logs ifor
pews and worshipped under the large
trees to the rear of the church, while
God blessed them, and the whites, who
had driven them from the church, often
too few in numbers to hold service,
stood around and looked on.

On June 5, 1868, the “Battle of An-
tietam” was fought in Dudley’s Chapel
That day the trustees met, and many
others were there through interest. A
hot debate followed. The entire history
of that strife is preserved on the of-

ficial record. Suflice it 10 Sa¥ that the

result was the formation of the Metho-
dist Episcopal Church, South, of Sud-
lersville. Now the last vestiges of that
struggle are fading. Blue and gray mel
acain at Gettysburg on the third of
Julv. and Pickett's men again emerged
from the woods and charged up the hill
to the stone wall at the “Bloodv-Angle.™
and again they were met by the Phila-
delphia Brigade, but this time, instead
of with bullets and shrapnel with hand-
shakes and medals of honor. Church
North and Church South long since
have exchanged greetings and all one
another as sisters and their ministers
oreet one another as true aposties
of the great Wesley.

This vear the wounds have been heal-
ed. This and the last traces of division
banished when all three branches of
fethodism united in a single Methodist
Church.
