Captain Gene has now retired from
sailing and lives with his wife in Stev-
encville. They have one daughter who
lives in Washington.

land.”

Captain Gene, being the oldest man
of Stevensville and probably the oldest
man on Kent Island is able to tell us
many interesting stories of their de-
velopment. He told us of many things
which happened before he was born
but of which he had heard his parents
and grandparents speak. One of the
first questions we put to him was the
nquiry as to why Kent Narrows, the
<ite of the bridge to the mainland, was
often referred to as “the ferry.” Ac-
cording to Cap'n Gene, many, maly
vears ago, long before he was born and
probably before the birth of his grand-
father. the only means of reaching the
mainland was by an old scow ferry
which was pulled from shore to shore.
This was the original ferry of Kent Is-
land and the name has stuck to this

Probably the next incident of import-
ance to occur on the Island was the
beginning of Stevensville. The exact
date of the beginning is not known but
it is thought to have begun as a town
comewhere about the yvear of 1861. AC-
rording to Captain Gene, Stevensville
was once two farms. the property of
Charles and James M. Stevens. ¥rom
these two men the name Stevensville
was probably derived. These two men
are the ancestors of the present
Charles Stevens living in Stevensville.
Cap'n Gene’s story goes on that these
farms were sold to Dave Jones, Caleb
Legg and Hugh Legg. The said Caleb
Legg had the present main street of
Stevensville constructed, upon owner- |
ship. The same Mr. Legg interested
a Mr. Tuck of Annapolis in his prop-
erty. Lots were laid off along the
<treet which was constructed. Mr.
Tuck then put up the money for and
had most of the homes constructed
which now border the main highway
through Stevensville to Matapeake. The
lumber for these homes was grown and
cut right on Kent Island. Most of it
~ame from the farm now owned by Dr.
Charles E. Snvder and was cut by Mr.
John Gibson. Some of the later homes
along this same street were construct-
ed of the lumber from the Johnstown
flood.

No one
ceems to know just when the 1irst
bridge was built across Kent Narrows
In the book. “Kent Fort Manor” which
is written about this home when it was
first built early in the sixteen hundreds,
the fact is mentioned that there was a
bridge at this site. We do Know that
the first bridge was a solid one. A race
was constructed and a grist mill was
built on the mainland. The race may
still be seen around the pier of Mr
Wwill King's ovster house. This bricge
was soon torn down due to its hindrance
to navagation and a piling bridge was
constructed. It was at this time that
Talbot and Queen Anne Counties had
the channel dredged through the Keni
NIIrTOWS.

Amnog the first houses on Kent Is-
land were the Kent Fort Manor about
which books have been written, the
most famous being “Richard Carvel” by
Winston Churchill. This building was
constructed early in 1600 and still
stands. The other old building ©of
Kent Island is the Old Point Manor,
built about the time of the settlement
of Marvland. This home, also is still
standing and is owned by Mr. Oscar
Jonnson.

Captain Gene tells us that among the
old landmarks of the Island was an
old tavern which was kept at Broad
Creek. The owner is unknown before
the settlement of Stevensville it was
one of the most important spots of the
icland. It was through this tavern that
211 the mail of the Island came. The
building was located on property which
i« now owned by Dr. Theodore CoOK.
However. it has been destroyed although
bricks from the building may still be
found on its site. It was at this tavern
that the first known murder of the
Island occurred. A man by the name
of White was beaten to death here. The
two murderers put the victim in his
carriage and the next morning he was
found at his home. The only witness
tr, the crime remained silent until the
twe murderers had died but at their
death confessed that he was hidden in
a tree when the murder occuired.

The old Episcopal Church was prob-
2bly the next landmark to be establish-
ed. Although the building is in ruins
now. from dates on the tombstones in
the churchyard, the building must have
been constructed before the year 1720

Contrarv to the bellef of many of the |
natives of Stevensvile, the store long
owned by Mr. George Calloway was not
the first store in Stevensville. In fact
there were three stores before this.
Some of the owners of these slOres was
J M. Stevens and J. H. Tolson. A MT.
willis who later moved to Baltimore
was one of the most prosperous store-
keepers. At first, Mr. WwWillis kept a!:
ctore or warehouse as it was Known
then. near Matapeake at the site of
the present Grover Clough Filling Sta-
tion. In 1860 he moved his store to
Stevensville at the site of the present
<tore owned by Mr. Earle Long. About
this same time, there were approxi-
mately three saloons In Stevensville.
One was at the site of Mr. Archie Legg's
home and was the same building in
which Mr. Samuel Bullen dwells at
nresent. A man bv the name of Blake
kept this saloon. Aonther saloon was
in the same site of the IGA Store In
Stevensville run by Mr. Addison
Frampton.

Among the first homes built in Stev-
ensville was the home of the Crays)
inst off the main street. This building
is still standing and being use as a
home for the same family.

About this time, Cap'n Gene tells us
of another murder which occurred on
Kent Island. Strangely enough, this
murder also occurred near Broad Creek
but was probably after the time of the
tavern. The murder concerns 1wo
neoroes. It seems as though there was
a broken back negro whose name has
been forgotten by our narrator. Evi-
dentlvbroken-back was seeing oo much
of Robinson’s wife, the negro concerned. |
Under the cover of night, Robinson metl
Broken-back and killed him with a
terrible blow of a club. Robinson buried
his vietim in the woods on the farm of
Mr. Charles Paca. Later, the body was
discovered by dogs and Robinson was
taken to court in Centreville but noth-
ing could be proven on him and he was
consequently freed.

About this time. 1864, the Civil War
was in full swing. Stevensville was In

' sympathy with the South and a few of

Kent Xsland’s sons joined the Confed-
eracy. About all Stevensville and Kent |
Island saw of the Civil War was a few
deserters who escaped from Baltimore,
crossed the bay and escaped into Queen

During the beginning of Stevensvilie
Kent Island was not inclined to “follow
the water.” Most of the inhabitants
were farmers. On a low tide, farmers
