With
this particular part of the poultry
program in relation to hatching one
cannot help but realize that feeding
is one of the major interests of the
flock owner as well as the hatchery-
man.

Having this in mind poultry has a
definite relationship to the produc-
tion of grain which in turn is handled

through the feed manufacturer. The

Commercial broiler production 1n
Queen Anne’s County has been an im-
portant enterprise for some time and
during the past few years has expand-
ed considerably.
about one-half of the total cost of
producing broilers, the cost of the
chickens representing about 25 per-
cent. It is obvious, therefore, that
efficiency in the use of feed is one of
the most important factors affecting
profits in broiler production. Chicks
of superior quality from good breed-
ing stock are what the broiler oper-
ator needs in order to make the great-
est profits. Some strains of chicks
require 10 pounds of feed to produc-
ing 3 pound broilers while other

13 pounds of feed to producing broil-

ers of the same weight.

ance. Not only are rapid growth and
good fleshing necessary but the broil-
ers must be well feathered at market-
ing time. One of the greatest ob-
stacles in the successful operation of
a broiler plant is losses due to mor-
tality.
