Traveler Finds

Grand Canyon Soul Exalting V iew

By Mary S. Chance

(Miss Chance has recently returned
to her home in Sudlersville after several
months spent on the West Coast The
following is her description of the
Grand Canvon.)

—o—

I had not slept well, so heavy and
weary around the eyes, I was a peevish
passenger until I aroused to the fact, a
long anticipation and the lusurious
privilege of seeing the Grand Canyon
had finally arrived

After a strenuous walk through the
snow. with an up-grade of 7,000 feet, I
saw seats. a stone wall and then this
amazing mystery broke suddenly into
full iew.

There in northern Arizona on a
plateau with an elevation of 9,000 feet
above sea level is a forest of aspen,
Spruce and white fir.

The Colorado River, the most violent
stream in the world, has cut through
this plateau and hewn out this bewild-
ering canyon 217 miles long, and from
four to eighteen miles wide, and one
mile deep.

From the rim it appears one could
step across this stream but the Colorado
River is 300 feet wide and 42 feet ceep
and still carries away 1,000,000 tons of
stand and silt every 24 hours, keeping
sharp every pinnacle, dome and tower
and creating new ones.

There are many interesting points
along the paved highway which fol-
lows the entire canyon rim. Two tralls

lead into this yawning chasm. Visitors'

— ———
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mav hike or ride a mule seven miles of
trail down. But take heed! Il seems
even times seven miles climbing up
5,000 feet.

From the tower there 1s a panorama
of rugged grandeur stretching away in
the distance. A scene to subdue and
exhalt the heart. If any one is disap-
pointed in this panoramic mystery, the
millenium is near at hand for him.

It juggled all sorts of weather during
our short stay. The storm clouds open-
ed. and the snow fell as a loving bene-
diction. then Nature as an artist pamnt-
ed anew shrub and tree.

The exquisitely shadowed pinnacies of
red. brown and vellow were strangely
familiar to me, but in some mysterious
way, all shades and hues that can not be
described lingered over these unfath-
omable depths converting them Into
fairvland. I saw cloud shadows and
sun shadows. Rainbows hanging In
space. The sunlight turning to mist.
Drifting fleecy clouds ever changing
and blending in mystical tints. The
canvon presents a different picture at
different hours in the day and each
picture is more beautiful than the last.
The indigo night is bewitching.

The first impression of the canyon
i« an ovewhelming awe at its abysmal
depth and its huge dimension. The re-
action is simply that of silence. Then
a growing sense of its amazing beauty.
I felt God had set it there as a sign.
Of what I do not know. This I know,
it intoxicates the imagination. It 1is
truly God's masterplece!

Among the beautiful phrases that
one finds in that highly picturesque and
emotional poetic writing of the Old
Testament, the Song of Solomon, is one
that reads: “ his banner over me Was
love."”

The phrase is suggestive of a heroic
man pushing froward in an effort to
carry his banner toward a victorious
achievement. Although surrounded by
discouraging conditions and hindering
circumstances, he presses his way on
inch by inch, steadlly mounting every
obstacle In his pathway with a deter-
mination to win or to die in the at-
tempt.

You can not tnoughtfully read this
phrase from the Song of Solomon with-
out at once feeling how expressive It
is of the spirit of the ministry of Jesus.

As we see Him struggling
in the accomplishment of His ministry,
handicapped by the ignorance ol the
people and obstructed by the Animo-
sitv of the Pharisees, weé become aware
of the fact that through it all He

carried heroically above Him the banner

Although unseen by physical
eve, that banner of Love Was flying
over every act of His blessed ministry.

When the hopeless leper pleadingly
approached Him, was not His heart
filled with compassion? Did He not
touch him into immediate health?
when He sat on the Mount ol Olives
and looked out over the old city of
Jerusalem. was it not out of the love
of His heart that He wept over their
blindness to truth and their hardness
of heart? When He was Himself grip-
ped by the agony of a treacherous and
maliciously inflicted death, was it not
out of love for even His enemies that
He summoned the last remnants of His
fast ebbing strength in a prayer for
their forgiveness?
