MAYCOR’s COMMUNICATION.
Gentlemer of the City Counctl,

IN enterifig upon . the annual reporty

The act of the General Assembly of Ma-
ryland, entitled ¢ An additional supple-
ment to.as act, entitled ¢ An act to erect
Baltimore Town, in Baltimore county, into
a city, and to incorporate the inhabitants
thereof,” passed in November session, 1803,
proposing certain alterations to be made in
the charter, 5, according to its purport to
be submitted to the consideration of the
first Branch of the City ‘Council. T submit
it, therefore, in the confidence that whate-
ver may be the determination relative to
these alterations, it will be founded in wis-
dom, and a just view of the interest and
welfare of the city,

Although itis notwithin the powers grant-
ed to this corporation, to render the institu-
tions for the support of the poor more  per-
fect; yet it may not be unworthy your in-
quiry, how far the eity -council have power
to make provision for the protection and
maintenang: of unfortanate helpless mani-

aes, tao many af whom have appeared in oor |
streets, to the dread of some, and annoyance

of many of onr fellow-citizens,  Homunity,
it would seem, -requives that something
should bedone upon this subject, either by
individuzls, or by the city covporation. Qur
city hospital, if ever designed as a recepta-
cle of deranged persons (and it would appear
that this was one object. intended to be ac-
complished ‘by those who caused it to be
erected) is very badly constrncted for the
purpose, and should yeu be disposed to di-
rect that maniacs, under certain terms and
conditions shall be admitted there, appropri-
ations will be required to make the indispen-
sable alterations 11 the building.

At thelast session of the city councily the
register was requested to revise, collate and
abridge all the ordinances of this corporati-
on, now in foree.  ¥Fhis work he has nearly
finished, and it will be presented to you at
the present session,  You will, unquestiona-
bly, weigh well the necessity of adue atten-
tion to the important object of this revision,
that of rendering our ordinances as perfeet,
permanent and readily to be comprehended
by all:descriptions of persons as the subjects
w1l admit of.

In addition to the ordinances passed for
the inspection of country produce, brought
to this city for sale, permit me to recom-
amend to your cousideration, an inquiry
into the propriety of establishing an in-
spection ¢f pot and pearl ash.

It may be aworthy your attention to as-
certain whether in the contemplated plan of
erecting a county court-house, permanent
accommodations may not be procured there-
in, for the service of the city corporation.
Such arrangements perhaps may be made
with ‘the commissioners, appointed
erecting the court-house, as muy render the
building less expensive ‘to the county, and
much more convenient to our fellow-citi-

zens, by having all public offices under the |

same roof’

¢ On Saturday and Saturday evening last,
a ramarkable quantity of rain fell in this
quarter of the state, As the earth was fro-
zen firm by the late severe frost, none of it
was absorbed, and every rivulet, drain, and
low spot of ground, was overflowed to an
uncommon degree.  Kven the creek or
drain which passes through the city, and
ich in ordinary rains rises but to a mo-
derate stream, became on this occasion &
sweeping torrent, and swelling rapidly be-
yond its bank, filled the cellars of those
houses and stores situated near its margin.

All the wood work: of the toll bridge,
whiich united this town to East Haven, is
swep-away; a part of Dragon bridge shaved
the same fate. Neck bridge isall gone
most of the bridge on the road leading over
the cause-way to North-Haven, called the
old long bridge, is carried off 5 Mansfield’s
brige, in North-Haven is-also gone. The
handsome bridge on the Hartford Turnpike,
by Mr. '\Vhim;y’s gun-manufactary, is part-
ly destroyed, as are one or-both of those
within a mile or two beyond it 5 and the
gristmill between them is entirely torn to
pieces.—DBradley’s paper-mill, on the same
stream and standing near them, is also much
injured, and a fulling-mill, opposite, rained.
