. tria, alternatly carried fire and sword into
the territeries of Bradenburg: :
In 1640, , Frederick Wiilliam, . surnam
il -the Great Elegtor, ascended a throne.sur-
rovpded with ruins. His provinces had been
faid waste or conquered ; the army reduced
€0 6000 men. . His activity restored prosperi-
ty to his states ; increased the army to thirty
thousand ; no incousideravle force tor the pe-
riod in which he lived. True to the Swedish
cause, he obtaine, by the peace of West.
phalia, the bishoprics of Minden, Hulbers-
tadt, and Camin ; the reversion of the Arch-
. . bishopric of Magdeburg, and the possession
of Further, or Eastern Pomerania, which had
‘devolved on _his predecessor in I637. But
Sweden retained Hither Pomeranid; with the
Fortress of Stettin, which commands the Oder,
and opens & way te Berlin.® °

he surprize of the Swedes near Rathenou,
the victoryof Fehirhellin, and his march across
the Frozen Gulph, (Frische Hafle,) were the
fitst of those great acts which procured for the
arms of Srandenburg such reputation in Eu.
rope.

Frederick I, erowned himself bing of Prussia
on the* 18l of January, 1701 ; which dignity
was successively acknowledged by all the
powers of Earope, except the court of Rome.
Turing bis reign the monarchy gained an ac-
quisition of the counties of Teclenburg and
Hohenstein, and the principality of Neufchatel.

Frederick William L increased his army to
60,000 men. At the peace of 1720, he pur-
chased, for 2,000,000 crowns, Hither Pome-
yania, as far ag the banks of the Peene, with
Stettin and the islands of Uredom and Wollu.
These important acqisitions rendered Pirus-
sia mistress of one of the mouths of the Oder,
and opened the Baltiz to her growing com.
merce, Frederick William left to his suc-
cossor near 3,000,009 subjects, o revenue of
1,250,0001. sterling, & an army of 76,000 men.

Trederick I1. eonyinced the house of Aus.
tria thatit had a rivalin the empire of Germa-
ny. The two wars of Silesia pat him in pos-
s=ssion ofthat rich province, which contained

_ more than 1,000,000inhabitants; in 1803, there
were 2,048,000 soals in Silesia. Im 1772,
(when the imperial and voyal robbers parti
tioned Poland,) he seized West Prussia and
the district of Netze, which completed the
connexion of Ancient Prussia, Pomerania and
the.states of Brandenburg. Amoig the great
military works of Erederick, the famous for-
Yress of Graudentz will rank conspicuous:
‘this faPtress is sisuated omthe left bank of the
Vistula ; the completion of " the works took up
ien years, and cost near thirtecs millions af dot-
{ars. - It stands in an extensive ®lin not far
from the Vistula, and its environs csm‘he laid
under water. This is the strong hold which
the French were preparing to besiege at ‘the
date of the last bulletins : we will soon know
whetherall of Frederick’s works shall be de-
molished, and all the descenddnts of Frede-
rick’s troops pass under the heavy yoke of
France. ;

Frederick d'ed possessed of a country of
10,000 square leagues, 5,800,000 subjects, a

 revenueof 5,000,000 sterling, and an army of

216,000 men.

The second and third partitions of Poland
added to Prussia the provinces called South
Prussia and New West Prussia, containing to-
gether more than 2,000,000 inhabitants. In
vain was Frederick told that the destruction
of Poland, by removing all barriers against the
Russians, would give to the court of St. Pe-
tersburg great sway over the politics of Prus-
gia, This consideration was foolishly disre-
garded, that two desolated provinces might be
added to his possessions, whose inhiabitants
must have anxiously looked for the opportunity
of retaliation.

UnderFrederick William I11. Prussia, while
-on good terms with France, obtained consider-
able acquisitions.  ‘She lost part of the duchy
of Cleves, withits dependencies ; and receive
ed in exchange the bishopricks ‘of Paderborn,
Hildesheim, and Munster, part of the terri-
tories of Erfurth, six abbeys, &c.; in all, 600
square leagues, and 513,000 inhabitants. She
thus received a quadruple indemnity, in op-
position to the remonstrances of Austria and of
all the members of the Germanic body.

The statistical accecount of M. Krug, (in
“1805,) extracted from the archives of govern.
ment, and adopted ip the Prussian schools,
fixes the extent of the Prussian dominions
at 5386 square miles, (German,) or 15,516
. square leagues, & the population at 9,640,000.
