But, however humble his personal preten-

.sions may be to the capacity of fulfilling the
extent of engagement into which this title
would seem to commit him, he will not hesi-
tate to declare, that he intends, on all proper
oecasions, to exercise the privilege of a citizen
and an Edtor, by expressing, in the best and
most foreible: manner e is capable, his own
opinions of public men and measures. “The
Editor, feeling, with the deepest regret, the
deficiency of his early instruction, hag, in the

* futervals of mechanical toil, heretotore labored

toimprove every moment tocatch a glimpse of
the great light of kno wledge, and endeavored,
with the most anxious care, to form an ac-
quaintance with the histery and political insti-
tutions of his country., Such degree of know-
Fedge as he has beenuble to attain, hasat least,
Le trists, been suificient to inspive him with a

love of virtue and his country, and a sincere

admivation of that system of republican go-

 vernment which has been planted and trans-

mitted to us by the illustrions patriots of the
To guard and preserve the tem-
ple of liberty, which they erccted, from the
ride hand ofopen violence, and to screen its
altars from the profanatioa of the ambitious,
requires the constant and watchful care of eve-
vy votary of the Goddess, ‘The Editor, in no
affeeted strain, avows an enthusiasm in the
cause of the liberties of the people, and is de-
sirous to devoté himself to their service in any
honorable way i which he might hope to be
useful, To conduct a vehicle, by which shall
be conveyed to them, notonly a knowledge of
theirrights, but the earliest intimation of any
encroachmeants upen them, will be to him a
proad employment, and a most grateful task,
Prone as rman is tc ambition, and to a desire of
self-aggrandizement, a constart and unremit-

ting wafchiulness is necessary, on the part of

the people, towards those in whose hands are
placed the power and strength of the nation
for the general protection'and promotion ef the

common welfire. ‘To guard against everyen- |

croachment, and to deteck every .aberration
from duty, ‘the Press is justly and universall ;
esteemed the most powerful and efficient en.
gine The mfuence of political newspapers, in
giving a tone to the popular sentiment, has al.
most established it as a maxim, that public opi-
#ion is in a state of total subjection vo the press.
Hence the fur-fuuned liberty of the press de-
vives ‘its chief sanction, and hence tite neces-
gity that the press shouid adbere in aliits pub-
lications to trath, :nd to the dispersion of
those principles alone whichi are miorally and |
politically corvect.’

Newspapers, avowedly establis!
prrpose of desseminating party principles and
systems, become the pest and scourges of soci-
ety. They are the lirelings ol defamation,
and the parnicious eéngines of faction and cor-
ruption, What salutary aid can the mind of
man derive from publications, whos2 aim is,
in spite » the colvmon sense and conmmon ex-
pericnce of ally boldly to impress it with the
eonviction that alt orthodoxy is centered in one
setof men, and all Aeresy in another ? ~ whose
sole object is an equally indiscriminate exalta-
tion of favorites, anddepression of those who
dare to dissent from their doetrines ! whose
authors traitorously desert the cause of the
peopley of truth and uf‘ good government, for
the igneble purpsses of su'cng:‘.henn‘.g eertdin
partizang in power ?  The niccly halanced
parts of arepublic, resting on the voice of the
‘people as its basis, cannotlong endure so dan-
gevous an establishment. Ve political exis-
tence of apeople, which depends upon vir.
wuUE, upon wisnoy, and withal, upona firm,
indissoluble unrow, ecannot withstund the
workings of so destructive’ an agent.

Atno period in the history ot our country
did the times more imperiously demand the
jnstitution -of ‘a press, -which, founded on
strong republican principles, and eleviaed a-
bove the infectious atmosphere of party spi-
rit, should ‘prescit to the public attention, a
candid view of affairs, and a manly expressi-
onof liberal and enlightened opinions , daduc-
ing by every exertivn, a recurrence to fipst
principles; and direct ng every effortto bring
about an union of ihose men, of whatever par-
ty, who wreally wisle well to their counuy,
and who, fearingte “ill eflects, und vuwilling
longerblindly to puisue the plans of purty spi-
rvit, ~wish to stop before they go oo far, and
adopt a more safe, just, and a wiser rule of
conducts Where menare free to think and
act, an honest difftrence of opiuvion may be
expected todrise, dictated Dy the best aids ¢

he understanding, andisanctioned on' both
sides. by sentiments of” petrictism and general
-philantrophiy. - Itis notthen, a candid differ.
enceof opinion that® crestes’ unworthiness,
but :the¢ bigoted pursuit of that opinion, pre-
mouncing every dissenter impious, and every
mn-con%orn‘.istto its teneis ancnemy to the ci-
sizens and the stute. : gtk )

The distingnishing-characteristics of a free-
ananunder nrepubhiean formofgovernment, are
the rights of enjoying, and the uniestrained
expression of his opinions. To be robbed of
the one; or checked in the exercise of the o-
thier, ought justly to be considered as the
most grievous oppression. Li aparty were to
prociaim that all these who differed in opinion
from ‘them should be deprived of the right
of suffrage,.or the possession “of property,
sheopen avowal of such a sentiment would
marshal all<he passions of opposition and pro-
duce general commotion. Yetthe intolerance
Qf party: sirit, by sceret” agency and latent
me.uns, oifects thelsume object wationt ncar-
ping & siminr riske * Whenever experience
end observation proclainyit 4s an estabiished
truth, thatnone but rhen‘of a particnlar party
or sect are admitted to the participation of the
public confiience and trust, itacts as« bribe to
sorrupt publicopinion; and deprives ithe citi-
zeo of his indepéndence, wnd with 1t his inte-
grity. (Onée let the pretessions of worth and

muerit be discarded, and let it be esiaviished s |

a principle that wopular 'confidence ‘and civil
tnst aee the eerain pewurds oi' a sectary, and
& couflict instuntly arises between ambiton
and andependence, wi ever fails-to termia
nate in the serviie r of the latter
Lided by these ts, wiiich the'obeerva-
sion of {acts and the experience of pasttimes
-have furnised, it is proposed to establish. a
press for the purpose of giving a more exten-
sive range to republican peineiples ;o pro-
duce an increased # dor insthe publie fueling
wwands free government, and tasreprobate
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tolerance. Thepeople atlarge engegedin the
various avoeations of life, have neither thelei-
sure “ior the means of obtaining a minute know-
ledge of'public affairs. Those amonget them,
who, more fortunate than the rest, have it in
their power to acquire correct information, do
not, perhaps, findit their interest to dissemi-
nate it amongt their fellow citizens, Thus,
instead of a just and corvect view of things,
the people too frequently are either wholiy un-
informed, or, if they huve réccived anyim-
pressions on political subjects, they have been
derived from those hevalds of misrepresenta-
tion which every where infest the couutry,
and from the unprincipled calamnies of party
writers. To correct this enormous evil, to
relieve the minds of the people from the abo-
minable shackles of paviy spirit, and to afford
them an unmisty medium, through which
they may view the realstate of things, andbe
enabled to judge fairly of the conduct of their
rulers, the proposed establisment has been
contemplated., ]

The editor offers to his feilow-citizens, a
weekly paper, adarted to their leisure and
their purses, which he will conduct with the
best exertion of his humble talents, and with
the mmost zealous care and attention. The ear.
liest statement shall be made of the measures
and cenduct of our public functionaries, in
the state government as well as in the govern.
ment of the union, upon every case which
may be supposed materially to concern the
rights or “intérests of the people. The pro-
ceedings of the state legislature and of con-
gress together with the most important and
titeresting debates, shull be regularly given
as they occur.  All momentous toreign intel-
ligencey, when it becomes disentangled from
contradiction, and appears sufficiently authen.
ticated, shall be inserted in a coneise manner.
For the instruction and amusement of the rea-
der, will be introduced all such tracts, ex-
tracts, essays and sketclies on every subject
of useful and ornainental science, as the ge-
nius of correspondents, orthe industrious re-
seurch of the editor, may furnish. Onpoints
of honorable controversy, {rom which plea-
sure or improveiment may be derived, between
men of sense and decerum, he will wlways
delight-to be the organ of their arguments
and opinions : but he most explicitly declares
his determination ot to defile hispages by the
admission of any thing like scurrility or per-
sonal abuse, and uniformly to refuse a place,
to the malignant ctlusions ot defamatory scrib-
blers.

Under the pressure of absolute necessity,
the Editor, a short time ago, formed the deter-
mination to quit his native state, and scek, in
Philadelphia, such employment as e could
procure for a temporary support. - In this pur-
suit he has been as successful as he could
have hoped : hut, separated {iom his {riends,
aud estrangediiom the scenes & objects of his
early atrachment, he cannot feel the tranquility
ot contentment in a situation wherc he can hope
for little more than the means of ordinary
support. He is also free to confess that lus
mind is not void of honest ambition, and that
it prompts him to séek a sphere for the exer-
tion of his humble talents somewhat more ex-
tended than the mere mechanical department
of his profession, to which he hds been bred.
If, then, he shall receive, in his new design,
the patronage and supportof his fellow-citizens
of the eastern shore of Maryland, and pariicu.
Lurly of bis own county, e wili have ciuse to
feel a manifold-attachment to Lis native state,
and be bound to them by the strongest ties of
gratitude.

But it ‘may, perhaps, be deemed by some
persons necessary, that the Editorshould here
make a particular confession of his own political
faith. Short as has been the course of his
observation, it has been sufficientto convince
Lim that true patriotism and'a disinterested
regard to the interests of the people, are not
always to be foun i where the prewentions to
them are most loudly elaimed. When hie looks
abroad to other countries, and views, in a brief
retrospect, the chunges, the revolutions, and
the usurpations which' lave taken place in the
present age ;  when he sees too, that 'the
cloal of liberty has been so frequently thirown
about the horrors of tyranuy ; and then, when
he turns hus niind inward to his own counlry,
and revolves the history of its parties, its party
professions, and its party measures, he hesi-
tates, nay, he will forever refuse to give his
inplicit confidence to any set of men who may
be in the administration of public affaws. e
can only promise to approve and applaud, when
his judgment discovers to him the intercsts of
the people promoted by their measures ; and
he must be equally allowed to condemn when
he perceives their rights violated, or the public
welfare neylected.  Were the Editor, howe-
ver, to say that be has never made a chicice be-
tween the conflicting parties of the times, it
would not be true : but, whilst he has given
way to a predilection which was the honest
suggestion of his serious and candid opinion,
hiewas still sensible of the inevitable ills to
which party conteststénd ; and, in the spirit
oi" a patriot, he would be ever willing tore
linquish -the hope' of personal preferment,
which a servile devotion to a party might in-
duee him to foster, for'the more honorable de-
sire to divert the public mind from a path which
must terminate in vuin.  Let the mostenlight-
ed statesmen of the present ‘or past ages be
consulted—let the faithful pages of* history be
resorted to on ‘the question of causes which
have produced the downfal of every popular
government which has hertofore existed, and
they wilkanswer, party spirit and fadtions !

With this answer of the great oracle of hu-
man wisdom before his eyes, and with a mind
not yet vitiated by the intemperence of party
warfare, the editor wishes to establish a frec
Press, whicl shall invite to it the patronage &
succor of every man in the community, who
acts and thinks ‘withi independence, and who
adopts sentimnents and cpinions from other and
for wortheir motives than mere personal ag

srendizments - He wishcs to call to his aid the
talents, the wisdom, the' powers, and the ex
ertions of ull 'who love their country’; and
who, without a humblc reference 16 what may
