The reestablishment.of the Greek nation

The arch-duke Constaating was
educated expressly for the throne-of Greece,
and if it had'not been for our in*erferencein
1789, that prince would in all probability
be present sovereign of that pation. The
moitves of policy, which influenced -the
.conduct of the British court, in ‘that 4in-
stance, in favor of an ally, do-not apply-to
the case of a present enemy-—Besides, ow-
ing chiefly perhaps, to the want of attenti-
on on our part, it is impossible that the
Turkish guvernment. can ever become vigo-
gorous enongh to be proof against the ma-
.chinations of France.. Whilst so weak a
race sway the sceptre of Gicece, there will
‘be a perpetual temptation tu the ambition of
ithe usurper of France to .extend his con-
quests in that quarter. A peace may give a
temporary repose to Europe, but it is not in
.the nature of military ambition to be quiet.
The totering authority of the Porie must e-
very day hold out stonger invitations to ag-
gressions, and the increasing divisions and
disaffections of its subjects -insure a weady
conquest:  The -establishment of a Bona-
part dynasty in Greece, would be franght
with incalculable dangers to the-British an-
terests and commerce.  We should be in-
evitably. excluded from the Black-Sca, and
the number of Greek scamen, who would by
that event be placed atthe disposal of
France. would enable the enemy, perhaps,
to exclude us from the Mediterranean.
Besides the possession of European Turkey
would facilitate, nay, insure the subjection

of annoying our eastern territories. Whilst
the Porte maintained ‘its relations of amity,
or even a strict neutrality, with respect to
this country, 1t ' was generous—-it was mags
nanimous to shield its .power trom destruc-.
tion, to respect its nd-pendence, by al-
lowing ‘it to remain neuter.  But whene-
ver the Turkish government, from whate-
ver «canse, leagues with its oppressors ae
gainst its former protectors any considerati-
on for its debility would be misplaced, aud
moderation towards such an enemy would
be a crime against ourselves. & our posterity.

Sentimental politicians may, perhaps, re-

- volt at the idea of extinguishing another of

the nations of Europe, But when we re-
flect that the Mahometans do not exceed the
proportion of one in ten of the inhabitants
of Tluropean Turkey, any change that would
overthrow their nnnatural power, will not
properly appear the extinction of a nation,
but of a faction. The Greeks would again
be replaced amongst the' community of the
Turopean nations. Does not every hono-
rable feeling of the “heart, every generous,
sentiment of gratitude to the authors of eve
ry art and science, glow with ardeur at the
probabillity oy a revoltionthat woald re-erect
their posterity into a poliical community,
and give them an oportuniy of emuiating
the bright examples of their remate but emi-
nent ancestors ?

danges to the future interests of Europe.—
The hostile measuresof the Porte remove the
former obstacle 5 and an impartial conside-
raticn of the consequences of such revoluti-
on, if eflfected by us and our allies, in the
present war, wall shew that it/ would be sa-
lutary, not dangerous, to Europe, Either
Russia or France will wltimately swallow
up European Twkey., We have already
stated the consequences of the establishment
of the French power in that country.~—
Should a Russian prince, on the contrary
be seated on theé throue of Greece, an insu-
perable barrier would be erected against the
progress of the Frenchto the East.. Greece

| would beceme a nava power in the course

of time, that might balance the naval pow-
er of France and Spain in the Mediterrane-
an.

The jealousy arising from an opposition
of views, of power and interests, would pre-
veut them for ever from being thrown into
the same scale, and Greece would become
the neutral ally of this country, and an eter-
nal check to the ambition of France. - Na-
ples too would in time, under the protec-
tion of Greece'and Britain, realize a navy,
which she has hitherta been prevented from
doing by the jealous policy of France. The
dwision of the naval strength of the Medi-
terranean, between so many states that could
never have a common interest, ‘nor ever,
except by a miracle, be brought to act to-
gether, would confirm the paramount supe
riority of the British navy. Austria, too,
might, by the recovery of Istria, Dalmatia
