own country. It is saidto be novel doc-
trine lately sprung up, and acted upon as a
yule of decision in the Enghish courts, since
the period when English decisions have lost
the weight of authority in the courts of the
United States. It is this position which 1
sh.ll now examine, acknowleding that I
no not hold myself bound by such decisions
made since the revolution although as evi-
dence of what the law was prior to that
period—I read and respect thew.

The authority of the case ol Hughes and
