apainst the complainant (Paul Grimball) for
near 5000 dollars while he had a Judgment
in his favour for 8oco dollars suspended by
an appeal ; that executions had been 1:sued
against him, and a sale threatened, which
if it took place, would prove ruinous to the
complainant, tnasn.uch as near double the
property wonld be sacrificed now, at aforc-
ed sale, which it would have reqmred only
four months ago to pay these judg-
ments ; and praying an injunction to delay
anyj furthcr proceedings at law for the pre-
sent. | _

The case was argued on the seventh in-
stant, ILEakE, the complainant’s solicitor,
stated, that the bill sought relief on two
grounds—

1st, Equity will relieve on grounds of
publick utility or convenience :

Because a national measure [the embar-
g acis | ought not to produce individaal
ruin, when this court can prevent tt.

2d. Equity ought to relieve, from the
peculiar situation of the paity .

Because the somplainant was deprived at

law of a rightful advantage.

Lawson and Stiles, for plaintiffs in exe-
cution opposed the injunction principally
on the ground, that it could not issue from
the apprehensions of the party ; tltat no le-
vy or sale was yet ordered ; and that the
complainant ought to give security before
the relief prayed for could be obtained.

Upon which, his honour pronounced the
following decree =

establish a precedent for the general bene-

fit

I ask the question :—is it not against

equitv_and conscience—is it not in the hlgh-
est degree oppressive, to comipel the she-

riff to obey the mandate of a writ of exe-

cution, when the ftacts are before the whole
public, that the sale of produce, in its usual
course of traflick is suspended, or bought up

by monied men from the necessitous planter
for a song, Fram the planter, who must
sacrifice his crops to prevent a greater sacri-

fice=—who must sell to obtain provisions (if

a cotton p]anter) for his negroes and neces-
saries for his family—who must sell for this
song, to prevent his negroes (a more valua-
ble property, and upon whose uninterrupted
Jabour and increase, the future support of
himself and children depends) being knock-
ed oﬁ under the hammer of the shenfl, at
a [H‘ICE for less than one half their cash va-
lue ? Is this picture overcharged ? Is it not
rather a ¢ rrect delineation of the distresses
of the agricultural interest at this moment ?
If it is, then relicf onght some wliere to be
found. |

It has been, and is at this hour, a sub-

ject of sufficient magnitude,to require one of
the extraordinary meetings ofthe legislature
which the constitution authorizes- But,
until a legislative suspension of sales is
given to the people, cannot relief be afford-
ed by this court,

- I'have given to the powers with which
the law and the constitution have invested
me their full deliberation : and though I
do not possess all the powers of alord chan-
cellor, because by our local system. the in-
terposition ¢f a jury is required in equity ca-
ses, yet that system cannct, and does not in-
tericre with these matters in chancery,
which in their nature must be exclusively
referred to the discretion of the court.—

- AN INJUNCTD N is a probibitary awrit ve-
stramming a person from committing or doing a

thing which appears to be against equity and |

canscrence.

This is the simple definition given by
one of the elementary compilers, and it is
sufliciently comprehensive for me to adopt
it.

The principle use made of this writ is, to
restrain some rigorous proceedings at law,

It is admitted by both sides that no remedy
‘can be had at common law. When we ‘*re-
sort to law, it is expected that PRECEDENTS
will have their full weight of authority ;and -
though precedents may militate with that
justice which the peculiar circumstances of
a particular case may require, yet, for the
sake of general and uniform rules a judge
wiil seldom deviate from an established dl’ld..u
settled principle to accommodate the circums-
stances of one case, however strong the
reasons may be to exempt it fiom the opera-
tion of precedent. |

In the case of Doe o. Pott, 2 Dougl 120,
Lord Mansfield is reported to have said, “ the
absurdity of Loird Lincoln’s case is slmckmg;x |
however, it is now law.” This ‘observation
of his lordship, may be selectedlas the most
strongly illustrative of the authority given
by common law judges to precedent.

A court of mquiry is' not so trammelled.
It is governed by uniform rules of evidencey
and a -respect 1s evinced in that jurisdiction
for precedents, yet they are seldom pe'mmted
to stand in the way of the particular cucum—
stances of each case,

A lord chancellor of Great Britain isal- /|
most as omnipotent as parhiament. Give
him him but a strong hold on an equitable
principie, and he will be sure to substitute
the zntention of an act of* parliament for its
letter ; he will push aside precedent for ab-
stract honesty. What are the many cases
in the equity reports, on the statutes of
frauds and perjuries, but indirect repeals of
the plain and literal requmtes of that’ all.
important statute ?

It is only necessary to advert to the natare
of law and équity to account for the lahtude
of power given to the latter.

The raw is stubbora and tnbending. It
marks out for itself a course from whlch
no fascinations can allure—no obstacles im-
pede, |

It neither looks to the rlght nor fo the
It neither relents nor forgives, It issues
its mandates, and will be nbey,ed It takes
Into view no caanuences. |

Fiat justitia, is its maxim, whether con-
templating 1ts operation upon a nation or an
individual. _ '

We perceive at once, that such should be
the nature and effects of law, they necessaii-.
ly result from that indiscriminating and
eternal justice upon which the common law
is founded.

Our ancestors felt, as we have ﬁ-lt after
them the necessity of some t ibunal, armed
with the attribute of alleviating the iI)H}{Ol‘&-
bleness of the law, This tribunal 1§ called
a court of equity, whose decisiolis are guid-
ed by the pacticular cucumstances of each
case., |
This court of equity lends mercy* to the
law, and Steps in as a kind of mediator be-
tween rigid justice, as established by the ar-
tificial institutions of soctety, and that just-
ice which traces its origin to the laws of na-
ture and of God.

In cases like these before me, the law pla-
ces every thing at your dispesal.

His ostensible wealth is. however, ncw tlle
same. He shews you his cotton, his rice
and his negroes.  He proves to you that his
property has even greatig accumulated since
he engaged to pay you your debt; but to
pay that debt zow, he teils you he is unabley
unless a sale 1s directed by the sherifiy the .
consequence of which would be a'payinent
to you of four fold ; for a sale of his propers
ty now would amount to a dumnutmu of -
quadruple its intrinsic and just value, and in
that ratio less than it would have sold for at
market previous to the embargo. | .

How immense, and at the same time how
urrighteous, are the advantages which the
creditor derives, if he himsell’ becomes tnhe
purchaser, and pays with his judgment !
How much more unrighteous and against.
conscience is a purchase, uader these circum-
stances, by a capitalist, who with his ready
meney speculates upon the misery and 1he.f' .
rain of the unfortanate debtor !

Time has not been allowed me to search
for apposite cases 1n the books. 1 do not
recollect, at this moment, any cases reparted
in the English authorities lwnlvmg the
principles of the cases before us.

I shall therefore bottom my decision upon
the abstract grounds --that' cases of this de-
scription involve hardship and oppression—
that they are agamst rqmt : 4 and conscience
~that they are promotive of injury to the
public -that they enable monied men to ac-
cumulate usurious wealth---and that™ they
tend to convert a just and salutary measnre .
