Ma. Frssenden,—In your paper of Decem-
ber 25th, is a short notice of the Cow tree of
Jolombia. Having, through the politeness of
Franklin Litchfield, Esq. American Consul at
Puerto Cabello, received s quantity of the

ju.ce of this tree, together with a plece of the

bark, to be deposited in the cabinet of the U.
niversity, 1 have submitted it to a chewnical ex-
amination. From the situation where the spe-
cimen I received was taken, and other circum.
stances, it is probable that the t(ree might be
readily cultivated in some parts of the United
States, and Mr, Litchfield has been requested
to procure small plants or seeds for culiivation
in the Botanic Garden in Cambridge.

We cane
not, withent difficulty, believe that the human
specics CIN exist without farinsceous subsian-
ces, nor without the nuiritious milk contained
in the bosom of a mother, which is wiended for
the long weakness ofinfuncy. The starchy na.
ture of grains,—~—an object of religious venera.
lion among so many ancient and modern na-
tions, is disseminatad in the seeds, and deposi
ted in the roots of vegelables; milk appears ex-
clusively to be the productiun of ammal organi.
