DESTRUCTION OF THE FINE SHIP BOS.
TON, AT SEA, BY FIRE.

The Boston Daily Advertiser of the 21 instant
says :~* |t has become our painful duty to re.
cord the loss of the ship Bos:on, belonging to
the Boston and Liverpoel Packet Company,
The brig Camilla, Capt. Edes, which arrived at
this Port from Amsterdam, yes:.erday, fell in
with brig Idas from Demarara for Halilax, hav.
ng on board the officers and crew of the Bos.
ton, Capt, Mackusy, from Charleston for Liver-

ool.
¢ v Capt. M. has placed in Merchants® [Hall »
statement of the particulars of this deplorable
disaster, from which we extract (he following :

“ The Boston sa led from Charleston May 18,
From the 20'h to the 25th, with little intermis-
sion, there were heavy squalls, thunder and
lightning, in which the masts and epars were
much injured. On Tuesday, the 25th, in lJati.
tude 39 31, longitude 63 46, in the afternoon, a
very black cloud came up trom the 8. W, and
the ship was struck by hightning, which knocked
down the steward, and [saac Hopkins, seaman,
and filled the shup with electric fluid. Two
¢ complaisants’ were seen on the top of two of
the masts, Soon after, the ship was found to
be on fire, the fliid having passed into the hold,
and communicated to the cotlon, The scup-
pers were closed, und the pussengers and crew
appiied themseives with the utmost perseve
rance to putting out the fire euiting, boles in
the deck to admit the water,

“ All attempts to extinguish the fire proved to
be unavailing, as it spread smong the cotton
hke tinder; the boats were got vut, and the of-
ticers, passcogers and crew, had barely time to
save themselves betore the ship was in a com-
plete blaze—had not ime to s.ve the clothing,
watches or provisiens, except a small quantity
