CHLORIDE OF LIME.

As the season is spproaching when this pow.
erful disinfecing agent may be adventageously
employed, we think we cannot devote s portion
of one of our columns to s more useful object
than in noticing the satisfactory results which
have attended its use in the Spanish marine ser-
vice, A writer in the National Intelligencer,

who has perused the Reports of the Surgeons of

the Spanish fleat, directed to the Commandant

Twelve vessels, containing one ounce
each of the chloride of hme, in solution with
water, were suspended on the birth deek, four
were placed on the orlop deck, and two in the
gun room. In the space of two hours the at-
mosphere lost all its deleterious quahties, and
became perfectly sgreeable, leaviug nothing
perceptible but the smell of tar, which always
exists more or less in ships, The solutions
were renewed every twenty-four hours, but the
chlioride undiesolved at the bottom of the ves.
sels was then sprinkled on the decks, and
thrown into such vessels as it hecame necessary
to cleanse. During the whole of the campaign,
which lasted three months and a half, the atmos.
phere was preserved n this pure state by the
chloride, to which &l the surgeoans unite in at.
tributing the very few instances of death that
occurved in the fleet, when there existed such
fruitful sources of fatal disorders,

In these Reports we find the experiments of
Labarraque confirmed.
