Within a vear past, a seizare of goods,
simuggled by him through this state, has been
made by the Collector at Boston, amounting
to about §2,000, as per sppraisal in that ey,
which goods were of ceurse, forteited to the
government, The action in this case, was L0
recover the penalty of four times the amount of
the goods illegally passed, The fact of the il
legal passing of the goods being clearly proved,
the defendant was amerced in the penal sum of
$8000, together with the costs of suit. 1t ie
understood that he is now confined in Burling-
ton Juil, where he must remam until judgement
is satisfied, or till he is released by order of the
Secretary of the Treasury. We are gratified to
