The U. S. Selr. Grampus, Capt, Mayb, sail-
ed from Cape Haytien, June 4th. Same night,
spoke brig Kremlin, of Boston, from Antwerp,
bound to St, Jago, who informed Capt. Mayo,
that @ Sushicious looking schooner had run a-
longside and ordered him to get out bhie boat
and come on board. The brig being srmed
kept the pirate off. The Grampus immediute.
ly went in pursuit, and on coming up, fired a
gun to windward to bring bim too; but the
schooner returned it, with a shot at \be G. and
kept firing, endeavoring to get awsy. The
Grampus soon brought her guns to bear and
gave hes a broad side, the Schr. continuslly fir-
ing and endeavoring to escape 8 second broad-
side. Vhe Grampus disablec her in hull, ssils,
rigging, &c., which compelled her to surrender.
There were 10 killed on bosrd the pirate, inclo-
ding the Cap'ain. No one wasinjured on board
the Grampus., There were 80 crew and 80 Af.
ricans on board. She had no regulur papers;
wae a Baltimore built schooner; and no doubt
was a pirate and had plundered the slaves from
another vessel.
