This echpse which will happen on the 12th |

of February, will be one of the most remarka.
ble that will again be witnesséd in the United
States for a long course of years, ‘The uppa.
rent diameter of the sun will be 324 minutes of
a degree, that of the moon 514. Of course the
eclipse will be annular; that is in oll places
where the sun will be cenirully eclipsed, at the
moment of the greatest obscuration, it will ex.
hibit the appearance of a beautiful luminous
ring around the moon, F.clipses of this kind are
of less frequent oceurrence than those which
sre total. The center of the eclipse will first
touch the earth's disk in the grest Pacific O.
cean on the morning of Feb. 12th, in lat, 31
deg. 55 minutes N. and longitude 140 degrees
