ther the six pounders were fired or not, but the
pirate escaped unhurt.

The firing aslarmed the country; the magise
trates ordered oul the militis, and had them sta.
ioned #8 quickly ae they sssembled, to assist
In taking any of the pirates that might land.
The Americans soon followed, and succeaded
in taking or killing all but the chief, of whom
for o short time they lost all trace, until they
fell in with a herd, in great distress, who come
plained of a msn, with a curious hand, three
fingers growing together, having compelled
him to exchange clothes, and to give him up
the charge of the cattle, which he was now drie
ving towards the interior, in his agsumed coge
tume. The pursuers immediately knew this to
be the one they were in search of, and recollecte
¢d baviag more then once passed bim, withoug
suspecting who it was, so well cid he act hig
part, and such unconcern did he show. In »
ehort time they again discovered the pretended
herd. Two or three of the foremost in the pur.
suit atiacked him. He made a wonderful de.
tence. One or two attacked him with swords
for some little time; while a third, seeing how
obstinately he fought, fired nis blunderbuss
loaded with slugs, at bim, which took effect il;
his shoulder and knce. He nevertheless con.
tinued to fight with his otber hand, until the
one who fired st bim struck him with the byt
end of his blunderbuss on the ribs, a most se.
vere blow, which brought him to the grouad,
Fhey even then bad difficulty in securing him.

He and the other prisoners were sent to St,
Johns, the capital of Puerto Rico, to be tried.
The Amcricuns returned to St, Thomes, afier
belug in great distress, from the leaky state of
the sloop, and the heavy rains that fell during
(hie expediiion. The deck, as they expressed
tip leaked like & riddle. After their return,
Capiain Sloat determined to visit the pirate
and sailed to St, Johne, Puerto Rico. He 'ul:
admitted to the cachot where the pirste wag
confined, (hiriy fect below the level of the sea,
W the Moro Castie. He found bim quite come
posed, and busily employed in taking ail the
possible care he could of his wounds, slthough
he was theo under sentence of desth. Cap-
taip Sloat informed him that he visited him in
consequenae of the sccount his officers gave
bim of tns dauntiess courage, and cool presence
of mind under danger that had appalled all big
companions, snd also his wondertul exerlions in
working his vessel slone 38 be had done. Cap.
tuin S. expressed his regret that such qualities
shouid bave been so badly epplied. The pirute
8aid, he had been %0 long accustomed to be fir-
ed at, it never gave him the least concern. He
bad » hrm conviction on his mind that he would
bot be touched. He menticned further, that
that consciousness kept him always cool end
culiected in action,

e once determined on quitting bis mode of
life and becoming a citizen of the United States;
but thet, a few duys after sailing from St, Do.
mingo with that intention, he was wrecked on
that lslund, in the burricune of 1819. He was
the only one saved on board: out he lost the
vessel, curfo. snd epecie, of great value, which
was his all. This reduced him to a very low
uhd Jdesperate state, obliging him to assuciste
with & few lawless characiers like himeeif.
They embarked in small vessels or boats, & cape
tured whatever vesscls they could. He men-
tioned having killed above tour hundred per-
sons wiib his own bands, during the preceding
eigint years that hie bad been outlawed; but he
déclered that never to his knowledge, had he
kJied a native of Puerto Rico, his birth place,
He appenred touched by Captain Sloat‘s sympa.
thy, and declared he had created feechags in his
breast he thought never cou!] have existed,
He made an unrcserved confession of all that
Le had done himself, but would give no intorma.
tion that would lead to the detection of others,
olthough Lie had himself In & manner been be-
wrayed, the paruculars of which | eannot regol-
lect, When he was taken out 1o be shot, there
was not the least concern visible on Lis gounte-
nance. He fell without a siruggle; and all the
companions of his lawless hife who had been ta.
ken were similarly condemned und underwent
the same fate, [ Nat. lntel.
