The United States, during this administration

en{n)!fd uninterrupted peace; and the foreigh
policy of the government had only in view the
maintenance of the nationsl character; the ex-
tension of its commercial relations; and the suce
cessful prosecution of the claims of Americsn
citizens upon foreign governments.

A portion of these clais upon Sweden ang
Denmark was obtained, and the clsims which
arose against the Brazilian goverament during
the last war between that power and Buenos
Ayres, were speedily adjusted by the liquidae
tion of the elaims, The exoebitant pretensions
of Grest Britain respecting the West India trade,
were ressted, alithough at the expense of the
direct trade between the United States and the
British Islands.

The difficulties which occurred in carrying
into effect the treaty of Ghent relative to dee
ported slaves, and other property tsken away,
having been found insurmountable, the sum of
$1.205,960, which was amply sufficient, was ob-
tained from the Britiah government in satisfac-
tion of these claims.
