NAVAL INCIDENTS,

Afier the Treaty of Peace hsd been signed
by the Dey of Algiers, upon terms satistactory
to Commodore Decatur, the frigates Guerriere,
Macedonian and Constellation, ssiled towards
the ltalian coast, and cast anchor for a few daye
at the harbor of Caglisri, the capital of Sardinie,
where they found an Englsh 74.
