| recommengation and credit, from the Baurings

The Cherokge Pheenix of August 14'h con-
tains the opinion of Mr, Wirt ¢« On the Right of
the State of Georgia to extend her laws over the
Cheerokee Nation,’

After discussing the subject at grest leng'h,
Mr. Wirt comes to the tollowing conclusivns,
Vi,

“ 1. That the Cherokees are a sovereing na-
tion; and that their having placed themsclves
under the protection of the U. Ststes dues not
at oIl impair their sovereignty and independence
a8 & nation.

2. That the territory of the Cherokees is not
within the jurisdiction of the State of Georgia,
but within the sole and exclusive jursdiction of
the Cherokee Nation,

3. Thst consequently, the S:'ate of Georgia
bas no right to exiend her laws over that terri-
tory.

4. That the law of Georgia which has heen
pluced before me, is anconstitutional and void
—1. becau-e it is repugnant to the ireaties be-
tween the U, States und the Cherokee nation;
2. because it is repugnant to a law of the Uni.
ted States, passed in 1602, entitled ¢ An act 10
regulate trade and intercourse with the londian
tribes, and 1o preserve peace on the frontiers;
3 because it is repugnant to the constitution, in.
ssmuch us it impsirs the obligation of all the
contracts arising under the treaties with the
Cherokees: and aftects moreover o regulate
intercourse with an Indian tribe, a power which
belongs exclusively to Congress.’

This opinion s dated at Baltimore, June 30th
1830, and bears Mr., Wiri's signature, From
the sbove conclusions, it will be seen, that Mr,
Wirt, who is one of the most learned and able
lawyiers in the United States goes all lengths in

tavor of the Cherokees, and against the Siate
of Georgia,
