als of their tears. Her unhappy history has not,
however, been fully snd truly recorded. It i
related of hier, it our memory serves us, that she
was betrothed to a Brilish officer at the time
when Burgoyne*s force, to which he was attache
ed, hid reached, in their daring expedition, the
neiglhborhood of Saratoga, T'he country wag
full of armed men, both of the British and Ame.
rican armies, snd every day witnessed scenes of
carnage and combat between sdvanced posts
and skirmishers, The lover of the lady was sta.
tioned at Fort Edwerd, and becoming appre.
hensive, as to her salety, sent a party ot Indiang
to her residence, Sandy Hill, only four miles
distant, to eonvey her safely to the fort, prome
19ing to them « reward upon their return, Some
hours having elapsed, he became impatient and
alarmed at the delay, and despatched anothep
party of Indisngs on the same errand, with a sime
lar promise of reward. ‘I'he former party had
succeeded in eescorting her and her companion
safely to a spring under a pine tree, midway be.
tween Sandy Hiil and the Fort, wbere they met
the sccond party. A contention according to
the story, srose between the two parties, for
the honor and reward of conducting her to the
Fort, and the dispute becoming angry, was set.
tled by sutiing her to death, each party throwe
ing their tomashawks at her head, as she stood
by the pine tree. It has even been pretended
that the marks of the tomabawks were stili o
be seen in the tree. This account as we learn
' from a friend, who recently visited the spot is
chiefly fabulous; and to the Indians is ex'remes
ly unjust. But one pearty of Indisns was sent
for the lady, and they had ¢onducted her, on
horseback, to the spring under the pine where
they hulted. At this moment 8 skirmish wus
going on in the neighborbood, and Misse M'Cres
received a rifle ball in her side, fired at the pare
ty by some of the American troops,
She was mortally wounded, and the Indians,
being ebliged to reireat hastily, and anding her
an impediment to their progress, tomahawked
her and piaced herunder the tree, The Ame.
ricans came up ina few minutes, and, AMONg
them, was Mr. Baker who is still living at Sandy
Hill, snd who formerly knew Miss M'Cres. He
| states that Miss M'Crea was breathing when he
came up, and the gug shot wound, in her side,
was mortal, She was buried under the tree,
together with u young Amernican Lieutenant,
' who was shot in the skirmsh.  The femsale ate
tendant of Miss M‘Crea is also still living at Sane
dy Hill, and her sistements accord with ths,
Miss Junet M'Crea, is represented as having
' been very beautiful, According to Mr, Biker
and the attendant referred to, shie was about 19
years of age, tall and well tormed, with auburn
bair, blue eyes, and tresh complexion, slightly
‘freckied.
