JOHN W. GARRETT.

Sketch of the Late Head of the Bal-
timore anid Ohio Road.

John W. Garrett, president of the Balti
more and Ohio Railroad company, died at
Deer Park, Md., after a protracted illness, in
the sixty-fifth year of his age. He had been
at Deer Park for some time and it was sup-
posed that the mountain air would be of bene
(it to bim; but his mental gs well as physical
prostration was so great that he could not

rally.

Mr. Garrett was born in the city of Balti-
more, July 31, 1820, and was the second son
of the late Robert Garrett, a wealthy

merchant and banker. His education was
completed at Lafayette college in the State of
Penusylvania, when he entered his father’s
counting-rpom, and was shortly af ter, at the
age ol nineteen, made a partner in his father’s
business. His first connection with the Balti-
more and Ohio railroad was in October, 1857,
when he was made a director of the company,
a time when the embarrassment of the road
was of a most serious character. In 1858,
Mr. Garrett was elected to the presidency of
the company, which position he has since re-
tained.

The practical wisdom of the policy in-
augurated by Mr. Garrett was shown at tho
close of the first year, the aggregate net
gains of the company during the first vear of
his administration being £725,352.16. " In the
second year the improvement in the affairs
of the company were even more marked than
during the first. During the war the geo-
graphical position of the road placed its lines
In constant jeopardy, but the indomitable
will and energy of Mr. Garrett made the
road useful for the transfer of troops at ali
Limes, and the practical utility of the road
was never lost,

Alter he became president and gave his
time so largely t> the duties of his office the
directors, by unanimous vote, increased his
salary from $4,000 to $10,000 per annum.
This increase Mr. Garrett declined. He re-
peateldly declined to accept the offers of the
presidencies of other railroads, thouzh ac-
companied in one case by an offer of a salary
of $50,000, and in another by a proposal to
zive him 350,000 a yvear. Mr. Garrett was also
the head of the banking house of
(rarrett & Sons.

Mr. Garrett was estimated to be worth £5,-
900,000 or 26,000,000,

FATALITY AT A FAIR.

Twoe Men and a Girl Crushed During
a Balloon Ascension.

The last day’s exhibition of the Erie County
Agricultural societ y, at Erie, Penn., ter-
minated with a terrible fatality. When Oscar
Hunt’s balloon was inflated and moved oF , it
isalleged that some malicious person cut the
ropes Which held a large pole which held the
balloon, and the pole fell, instantly killing
Samuel C. Phervin, a farmer 20d a leading
man in Erie county, crushing his head into a
shapeless mass. A daughter of Pherrin, who
was slanding beside him, was badly in-
Jured. James Wadswarth, a well-known
turfman of Girard, was struck down
and fatally injured. Wm. P. Edwards, of
Erie had a leg broken. Great excitement
prevail d, and the exhibition broke up at
once, all of the races and the rest of the pro-
gramme being declared off. Huut, the bal-
loonist, being greatly affected by the accident,
lost control of his loon, and sailing over
the lake, fell with hix air ship,and was picked
up nearly dead from exhaustion.
