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NEWS SUMMARY
Fastern ﬂ;;-;l-;ddle States,

(Gov. PATTISON'S annual message shows
that the total receipts of the Commonwealth
of Pennsylvania for the last fiscal yvear were
36,145,000, and the total payment £5,912,662.
The message recommends more stringent
laws in regard to the sale of liquor, and a

more rigid and less expeditions divorce law.

AT the opening of the New York legisla-
lature the following brief message from
President-elect Cleveland, resicning his office
as governor, was received: “To the legisla-
ture—1 hereby resign the ofticy of governor
of the State of New York. Grover Cleve-
land.” Lieutenant-Governor Hill who has
succeeded Mr, Cleveland as covernor, sent in
his first message to the legislature, George
C. Erwin, the Republican candidate, was
elected speaker of the assembly. Senator
Dennis MeCarthy was elected president pro
tem. of the senate.

THE message of Governor Hill to the New
York legislature reviews and commends the
eéxectitive aad legislative work of the State
government under Mr. Cleveland’s adminis-
tration, particularly that of the vear just
closed. t declares the public finances to be
n a satisfactory condition and valuable pro-
gress to have been made in  all that
concerns the State's material welfare. Re-
vision of banking laws, par
ticularly those relating to private in stitu-
tions, is urged, and the desirability of the
legislature at once abolishing the present
prison labor contract system and substituting
one more in accord with the expressed wish
of the public is dwelt upon at great length
Biennial spring elections tor mumeipal othicers
in New York are recommended: close atten-
tion is called to the work of civilservice reform,
a modification of naturallzation laws is ad-
vised : careful considerati m is invitel to the
problem of forest preservation: the failure of
New York reform bills because of careless
wording is cited as proof of need of closer
scrutiny ot legislation, and the employvment
of competent couns:l to the lezislature 1s sug-
gested.  Numerous other topics are also dis-
cussed.

MORE than 5,00 miners have just been
thrown out of work in Pennsvlvania, the
collieries having shutdown for the purpose of
restricting the output in coal.

AS there was no choice for the State ticket
at the recent election m Connecticut, the leg-
1slature has elected the following Republican
nominees: For governor, Henry B. Harn-
son; heutenant-governor, Lorrin A. Cooke:
secretary of state, Charles A. Bussell: treas-
urer, Valentine B. Chamberlain: controller,
Luzerne J. Munson. Governor Harrison de-
livered a message.

AT a meeting of the national committes of
the Prohibition party, held in New York,twen-
ty members, representing as many States,
were present. A committee report was adopted
thanking the late candidates for President
and Vice-President for their services in the
campaign and condemning the attacks upon
Mr. St. John as * malicious and without
proof,”

CAPTAIN TrOoMAs PHELAN, of Kansas
City, Mo., was stabbed several times by
Richard Short, in the office of the United
Irishmen, edited by O'Donovan Rossa, in
New York. Itappears that Phelan had em-
bittored the feelings of many Irishmen by
utterances which he is credited with in an
issue of a Kansas Citv newspaper. He ap-
parently came to New York to make some
explanations in regard to these utterances.
The wounds received by Phelan were thought
to be fatal. His assailant was arrested,

FouR boys were drowned by the ice giving
way while skating on a pond at Pottsville,
Penn.

A BALL held for charitable purposes in
Buffalo, N. Y., is described as “the most
brilliant event of the kind ever held in the
city.” It was opened by Mr. Cleveland.

SCARLET FEVER is ravaging several villages
in the immediate vicinity of Brogklyn, N. Y.
Numerous deaths have oceurred, and the
schools have been closed.

CAPTAIN PHELAN, the Kansas City man
stabbed by Short in the United Irishmen
office. will probably recover from the eleven
wounds which he received. The affair created
a great sensation among Irishmen every-
where. While on a trip to England in 1853,
Phelan was suspected of being a “‘dynamit-
er,” and was under police surveillance.

WHILE drunk Lewis Carl, living near
Bethlehem, Penn., abused his wife. His son
interfered, whereupon the father killed him.
Carl was arrested.

CHARLES W. FOLGER, only son of the late
Becretary Folger, died of consumption a few
days ago in Geneva, N. Y., aged about forty
years,

BY the explosion of her boiler the steam tu
Mike Dougherty was completely damuliﬁheﬁ
near Elizabeth, Penn. Two of the crew were
killed and three others badly hurt. The boat
had put ashore at a landing to make repairs
to some part of the machinerv that had

broken down, and the explosion occurred
while she lay there.
