President Cleveland’s Letter Defining
His position.

| He Favors Suspending the Coinage of

the silver dollar.

Shortly before his inauguration President-
elect Cleveland was written to by a number
of Democratic Congressmen concerning hiS
views on the suspension of silver coinage,
The foilowing is the reply addressed by Mr.
Cleveland to the silver advocates in Con-

gress:
“To the Hon. A. J. Warner and others, mem-

bers of the Forty-eighth Congress :
“GENTLEMEN : The letter which I have

had the honor to receive from you invites, |

and, indeed, obliges me to give expression to
some grave public necessities, although in ad-
vance of the moment when they would be-
come the objects of my official care and
partial responsibility. = Your _solicitude
that . my judgment shall have
been - carefully and deliberately
formed is entirely just and 1 accept the sug-
restion in the same friendly spirit in which 1t
as been made. It is also fully justified by
the nature of the financial crisis which, un-
der the operation of the act of Congress of
February 28, 1878, is now close at hand. By
a compliance with the requirements of
that law all the vaults of the Federal treas-
ury have been and are heaped full
of silver coins which are now worth less than
eighty-five per cent. of the gold dollar pre-
scribed as ‘‘the unit of value” in section 14
of the act of February 12, 1573, and which.
with the silver certificates representing such
coin, are receivable for all public dues.
Being thus receivable, while also constantly
increasing in quantity at the rate of 285,000,-
000 a year, it has followed, of necessity,
that the flow of gold into the treasury has
been steadily diminished. Silver and silver
certificates have displaced and are mow dis-
lacing gold, and the sum of gold in the
E‘e:ieral treasury now available for the pay-
ment of she gold obligations of the United
States and for the redemption of
the United States notes called * green-
backs,” if not already '~ encroached
upon, is perilously near such encroachment.
These are facts which, as they do not admit
of difference of opinion, call for noargument.
They have been forewarred to us in the
official reports of every secretary of
the treasury from 1878 till now. They
are plainly affirmed in the last Decem-
ber report of the present secretary
of the treasury to the Speaker of the
present House of Representatives. They ap-
pear in the official documents of this Con-
gress, and in the records of the New York
clearing-house, of which the treasury 1s a

The long
itrike of the weavers of Kensington began in
November. A month later the manufactur-

ars, finding that the strikers were determined,
began to look around for non-union weavers,
and gradually got to work again. It 1s
azainst these ‘‘scabs’” that all the fuss is
made.

““The main point of attack is the carpet
mill of Thomas Leedom & Co., at Howard
and York streets. The two men against
whom the strikers vent their greatest hatred
are Walter Cameron and Morgan Stevens.
Both were formerly Knights of Labor,
but are now renegades, and have beetn
using their influence to bring weav-
ers from Fall River, Lowell and
Providence. Five thousand men generally
collect about the Leedom mill at short notice,
but no violence was attempted until two days
ago, when the operatives were dismissed.
Last night Cameron alone came out, and was
escorted home by the police after a severe
struggle. Two departments of the mill
are affected by the strike, and are
being operated by twenty hands. After
Cameron left the mill last mght
and was assaultel by the strikers, these
twenty men and women decided to remain in
the building all night. Supper was accord-
ingiy furnished them by the firm, and they
slept on cots. Their breakfast and dinner
were also served in the mill to-day. This
morning Cameron appeared in court against
cight rioters arrested last night, and they
were all held for trial.

““‘More trouble was anticipated to-night,and
every preparation was made for it. This af-
ternoon the chief of police issued a proclama.
ticn commanding the rioters to disperse, and
followed it up by sending 500 policemen to
surround the mill. They took possession of
Howari street, leading from the mill to Cam-
(ron’s house, a few squares away, and for
a tims kept back the immense mob that
choked every street in the neighborhood. To-
ward 5 o'clock a party of men broke intg
Howard street, anﬁhen like magic the moh
assaulted the long lines of policemen. Ther
followed a struggle in which the policemen
charged the rioters with their clubs. Heads
were cut, and blood flowed freely. Two or
three times the assaults were repeated. Five
men were arrested and sent off iIn
in a patrol wagon. At about
b o'clock Cameron came out of the mill es
corted by special policemen in rough clothes.
Amid jeers and hcots and threats they pro-
ceeded for a short distance, when the police-
men were taken for strikers and charged upon
by the police. The rioters took advantage of
the break, and closed in on ali sides. A fierce
struggle ensued, in which mexn were knocked
down and tramped wupon in all directions,
The police finally fought their way out, and
landed Cameron in his home. Most of the
other ‘scabs’ did not dare to come out, and
will remain in the mill to-night. A renewal
of the struggle is locked for. _

“There was a riot at Schofield’s mill in
Manayunk to-day. This afternoon an im-
mense crow.i gathered for an attack on the
‘scabs.” but the latter were sent home an
hour earlier than usual, and the trouble was
averted for the day.”
