(GAVE CITY WIDE PUBLICITY

Greater Baltimore Committee Did
Splendid Work.

The Greater Baltimore Committee
closed 1912 with a record of activity that
has produced execellent results in
field in which this organization applies
itself: As the committee was established
to be a press representative of the city
and to put the city on the *talk map,”
through the sending out of stories and
photographs to magazines and news-
papers, the work accomplished in that
direction has been gratifying to those
who have given their support.

During the year the committee has
sent to magazines, newspaper syndicates,
newspapers and photograph syndicates
684 articles, ranging from 100 words to
1,800 words each, and 790 photographs,
all exploiting Baltimore and surrounding
territory. The vast number of publica-
tions and clippings on display in the
offices of the committee is ample evidence
of the fruits of the publicity work.

In general work the committee has af-
filiated ‘closely with all other public or-
ganizations in Baltimore. In its offices
was conducted the publicity work in
connection with the National Democratic
Convention, the final organization of the
Business Men’'s Committee for the 1In-
stallation of the Great White Way, and
the organization of the Citizens’ Com-
mittee, for the furthering of the Mary-
land Week Exposition.

In state work the committee has taken
a keen interest in the Associated Boards
of Trade of Maryland, giving to that or-
ganization free use of its offices and ma-
chinery.  Former Mayor J. Barry Ma-
hool, a member of the executive com-
mittee of the Greater Baltimore Commit-
tee, is the president of the Boards of
Trade, and Norman T. Parrott, secretary
of the Greater Baltimore Committee, 18
the director of this state-wide organiza-
tion, |

In May last several officials of the
Greater Baltimore Committee went with
the Advertising Club to Dallas and
helped win the 1913 convention, and these
same officials are now directing plans of
the club for the big June meeting.

The officials of the committee have
been active in nationwide affairs. The
chairman, Charles H. Dickey, is one of
the national councilors for Maryland for
the Chambers of Commerce of the
United States: the director is secretary-
treasurer of the American Association of
Commercial Executives, and the secre-
tary is secretary of the International
Québec-Mlami Jdighway Association, an
organization which the officials of the
Greater Baltimore Committee helped fto
establish. .

In the securing and entertaining of
numerous conventions, conferences and
delegations of visitors the committee has
given its aid to local organizations.

"~ ANALYZED.

'THE OLD CROP SOLD FREELY

The 1911 Yield of Maryland To-
bacco Marketed in 1912 Consisted
of 29,9'34 Hogsheads — Farmers
Enjoyed Excellent Planting Sea-
sons in Early June, but Drouth,
Which €ame in July, Proved
Very Unfortunate.

A statemernt of the condition of the
tobacco market at the close of 1912 has
been compiled for The American by Von
Kapff & Arens, Incorporated, tobacco ship-
pers and commission merchants. It is as

follows : :

The 1911 crop of Maryland tobacco
marketed in 1912 consisted of 29,934
hogsheads, including 1,360 hogsheads of
new groundleaves and about 1,540 hogs-
heads of bay or upper country tobacco,
and the crop of 1912 is estimated at'
about 27,000 hogsheads. %

The old crop of which about 250 hogs-
heads remain unsold (100 hogsheads of
which have not been opened) sold very
freely. The market opened unusually late
(middle of June) and could not be called
active before the latter half of June, when
but 3,863 hogsheads had been Treceived.
Receipts thereafter increased rapidly up to
the middle of September. Prices under an
active demand opened fair to good when
in August a strong domestic demand de-
velﬂpcﬁ competition which caused all bet-
ter grades to advance from 2 to 3 cents,
some fine hogsheads selling as high as
17 cents a pound. v

Farmers enjoyed excellent planting sea-
sons during the month of June, which,
with an ample supply of plants, enabled
them to set in the hills a full crop which
made a good early growth, with the prom-
ise of a splendid crop. But unfortunately
a prolonged drouth set in early in July,
with only local showers, lasting until the
middle of September—too late to bring
the plants to full maturity. A maximum
of medium and short leaf is therefere an-
ticipated. Happily, the season for cufting
and housing proved to be exceptionally
favorable for curing the leaf so that a
good percentage of bright colory leaf with
a minimum of goarse leaf and black frost-
ed grades may be reasonably expected.

Of new groundleaves so far 1,850 hogs-
heads have been received, the quality of
which was disappointing. Many would not
burn and though of better color than last
vear and containing less sand, the dealers
in Europe took sparingly of the same.
Six hundred and thirty hogsheads remain
unsold in first hands. lLately about 60
hogsheads of old 1911 groundsleaves, re-
inspected, were sold for home consumption
at 2 to 21 cents. The small quantity of
good and fine leaves sold at from 5 to 10
cents.

The crop of bay or upper country Mary-
land marketed about 1,540 hogsheads and
consisted of about 210 hogsheadsg fire-
cured and about 1.325 hogsheads air-cured.
The prices of fire-cured, although the color
and quality were poor, ranged from 5 to
19 cents. As the packing of a great deal

't has been unreliable, some of the largest

manufacturers have cut out the use of
the same. Prices of air-cured, the bulk of
which was brought by the agents of the
French government, ranged from 4 to 11
cents. Five hogsheads or fired and 94
hogsheads of medium air-cured remain
unsold in first hands.

The 1911 crop of Ohio tobacco amounted
to about 6,400 hogsheads, of which about
8.5600 hogsheads were fire-cured and 2,900
alr-cured.

Sales for 1912 amounted to about 5,500
hogsheads, leaving an unsold stock of
about 2,500 hogsheads (1,643 hogsheads
being carried over from the year before).
Thig stock is nearly equally divided be-
tween fired and air-cured &and consists
mainly of French grades. However, there
are also some nice light handling fired
reds and a few common to medium grades
of spangleds unsold. Among the alir-cured
there are also several hundred hogsheads
of common trashy and frosted hogsheads.
Of the total sales of §,500 hﬂgsheads about
3,350 hogsheads went to France, about
1,250 hogsheads to Duisburg and the bal-
ance—about 900 hogsheads—were mainly
spangleds, but also included some alr-
cureds for home consumption and for
export to other countries than France,

While the 1911 crop of Ohio tobacco
groved to be quite leafy and ripe, it lacked

right color and gum and among the air-
cured was found considerable house-burnt
and stem-rot tobacco.

The crop of 1912 of fired Ohio 18 esti-
mated to be nearly as large as last year
(3,500 hogsheads), but there will no doubt
be considerably less air-cured-—probably
not much over 1,000 hogsheads, or approx-
imately 4,500 hogsheads in all. The fired
portion is reported as being a very good
crop, containing a much larger percentage
of colory grades.

The amount of Maryland tobacco taken
by home manufacturers again shows an
Increase, the finer grades being moreg free-
ly used in the manufacture of cigarettes.

According to dispatches from DPitis-
burgh last night, the Baltimore and Ohio
Railroad Company recorded a mortgage
for $40,000,000 in NSomerset county, Pa.
inquiry at the main otlices of the rail-
way company here brought forth the in-
formation that such action was a part
of the plan put through several months
ago by the company, when the subsidiary
lines in Pennsylvania were absorbed and
merged -into the Baltimore and Ohio
system.

Such a plan was also carried out with
respect to the subsidiary lines in the
state of West Virginia, In absorbing the
subsidiary lines, which for several years
have been operated by the Baltimore &
Ohio but not owned outright, the com-
pany purchased the outstanding stock
and other securities of these smaller rail-
roads.

In order to meet the financial obliga-
tions which this absorption entailed the
Baltimore & Ohio Railroad Company in
Pennsylvania was organized, the owner-
ship of the smaller lines being vested in
this latter company, and the mortgage

WAS PROMINENT ARCHITECT

Alfred Mason, Who Designed West-

ern High School, Dead.

Alfred Mason, 68 years old, formerly
one of the best architects in the city and
state, died gt his home, 746 West DBalti-
more street, yesterday morning from a

‘complication of diseages. Mr. Mason had

been ill for over four years, but it was
not until two weeks ago that his condi-
tion became serious. Sunday afternoon
his attending physicians gave up all hope
of saving his life. His wife and children
were at his bedside when the end came.
Mr. Mason was born in Burton-on-Trent,
England, He was educated in private
schools. He designed several buildings in
I.ondon, but believing that he could make

a name for himself in the United States

he came to this country in 1880 with his
wife. From the first he succeeded, and
when he retired about 10 years ago he
had the distinction of being the only
architect in the country who had de-
signed 44 schools in any one state.

Some of the bulldings designed by Mr.
Mason are the Jacob Tome Institute,
Western Female High School, Elks’ Home
and State Normal School -at Irostburg.
He was well known in fraternal circles,
being a Mason and a member of the Elks.

Besides his widow (Mrs. Marie Mason)
he is survived by two sons (Leonard and
Percy Mason) and three .grandchildren.
The funeral will take place tomorrow aft-
ernoon, and Rev. Robert Dogan, pastor of
Ifulton Avenue Baptist Church, will con-
duect the services. Burial will be in
Loudon Park Cemetery.
