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Dr. Phillips Tells of Lack of Fa-

cilities on Finland.
Special Dispatch to The American.

New York, December 31.—The Society
of Directors of Physical Education held
their sixteenth annual meeting at Colum-
bia University yesterday. Representa-
tives of 30 colleges and universities in
the East and Middle West were on hand
and discussed the problems of properly
education.

Dr. Paul C. Phillips, secretary of the
society, and director of physical educa-
tion at Amherst College, caused a sen-
sation at the afternoon session by de-
claring that the training facilities of tha
steamer Finland, on which the last

Olympic team went to Stockholm, were
quite different from what they were sup-
posed to be and were qulte inadequate.
“It is a wonder that our athletes did as
well - as they did,”” said Dr. Phillips,

““‘considering the fact that tliey were very
poorly taken -care of. 2

“In the first place, the Olympic com-
mittee should have sent a score or more
assistant trainers to work under Mike
Murphy, who found it a physical im-
possibility to work personally with a
squad of 150 men. -+Facilities were bad
for taking care of the men on shipboard
and there was only one rubber, who
charged 25 cents for each rub down.
Many of the athletes said afterward that
it was worth more than a quarter not
to be rubbed down.

“T'nere  was no room for real practice
on the ship and the swimming tank was
The deck which was
used for a .track was hard and the motion
of the ship made it practically impossible
for the runners to maintain their stride.”

As I
am the property of the Baltimore Club,
if the"manager wants my services, I am
ready to do my Dbest regardless of the
salary. I haven’t any ill feeling against
Jack Dunn, but I do think personal mat-
ters should be kept out of the papers.

“Owing to the salary limit which
has been passed in the International
League, I expected to receive a cut 1n
salary. What I do not like is the clause
saying that I must keep in condition.
I do not feel that I am of Rube Wad-
dell type of player, who needs such a
contract. The number of victories I
have turned in for the Orioles should
show the public whether 1 have Kept in
pitching condition or not.”
