To Report on Harris Case.

Attorney General REdgar Allan Poe ex-
pects to report to Governor Goldsborough
At the end of this week concerning the
case of Lindsay Harris, colored, who is
sentenced to die on the gallows in Balti-
more January 17. Attorney Charles N.
Joyce, on behalf of 'Harris, has sub-
itted to 'the Governor an abstract in
the case asking for executive clemency.
Among the contentions made in behalf of
Harris is that the essential element of
the crime for which he was convicted
was that he had the knowledge that the
woman, whom he hardly knew, was an
imbecile. It is alleged that there was no
evidence in the case that Harris used
force or that he had any knowledge that
she was non compos mentis. It 18 also
contended in the condemned man’s be-
nalf that even if he had knowledge that
(he woman was an imbpecile, the nature
of the crime itself did not warrant the
extreme penalty of the law, Mr. Joyce
stated yesterday that he was not actually
engaged in the practiée of criminal law,
but bad takem up the case from motives
of justice. He said that he thought the
intent of the law was to protect white
women Tfrom negro men. In this case,
the woman was a negress.

In the brief it was stated that it would
bhe difficult to. imagine a case in which
this erime could be committed where the
public and private injury would be less
than that suffered in this instance.
