' MecCarren, who arrested Blake and Lipps

at West Baltimore Station, Blake drew a
revolver and fired at them several times.
They were overpowered, however, and
taken to Mount Winans. -Greenwald was
arrested by Constable Muhl near Lake-
land. Because he took no part in the
jail delivery, according to his compan-
ions, he will' be allowed to return to his

home.
The boys at the station said that after

their ‘ escape they boarded .a passing
freight train, which they thought was
bound for Philadelphia. However, they
later learned their mistake and  found
themselves at New Brunswick. They left
the train there and boarded another one
bound for Baltimore. As they neared the
city they were arrested.

Tell of Easy Escape.

To Justice Hull they told the following
story of their escape:

“While locked up we decided to make
our escape and tried to figure out a way
to do. so. . After a general council we
found that we had an old pocketknife
which had been overlooked and a regvol-
ver which the turnkey: failed to find. We
then set about trying . to file the lock,
but soon learned that that was impos-
sible. It was then that the revolver oc-
curred to' us, and. we used that as a
lever with' which to. pry. off the lock.
After working:  for several hours wewere
auncecessful and were rewarded with the
clasp giving way. Then'it was easy. A
shaking of the grating on the window
goon loosened the screws, which we
pulled, out with out hands, and then,
raising the window, we stepped out. A
train happened along and we boarded ift,
thinking }.t was bound for Philadelphia.
We soon and
we are here.

It was Blake and Lipps who exonor-
ated Greenwald of all connection with
the jail delivery, and accordingly he was
not punished. The boys, who were first
arrested Saturday night by Detective
(Charles \Brown, of the Baltimore & Ohio
force, for riding on a train, found escape
from the Mount Winans Jail very. easy.

This Is What They Wrote,

That the lockup was a Jjoke to them
was. evident from this note, found writ-

ten on a paper bag:

Dear Squire: When you put decent
locks on your cells, then you will be able
to keep burglars in., If you think we
live in Philadelphia you have got an-
other 'guess coming your way. If all the
jails in the country were like this they
could never keep us in. We are known
as the youngest picklocks a-going.

Our reason for doipg this is to test the
efficiency of the partels post service, and
at the same time ask you to accept this
 little present with the compliments of the
season.

Today the parcels post stamps will ba
on sale at the Stamp Division of the main
| Postoffice unti] mid-day, when they will
| be sold at the Registry Division. At the
stations designated below, parcels will be
received until 10 o’clock today, when the
stations close on account of the holiday.

Yesterday, Postmaster W. Hall Harris
had placards hung on the large mail boxes
throughout the city, warning the public
that no packages which were intended to
be sent by parcels post could be deposited
in the boxes, but that such packages
must be taken to a station designated to

receive. such articles.

The Stations.

In addition to beginning the work of
the new system, the 'postal officials were
deluged with ‘“legitimate mail,” such as
circulars. bills and other such matter as
generally passes through the Postoffice on
the first of the month. Postmaster Harris
expects to get much of this out today, but
in as much as many business houses are
closed today normal conditions may not
exist until tomorrow.

Must Bear Special Stamps.

All parcels must bear the special par-
cels post stamps. Ordinary stamps have
no value in the parcels post. To the out-
sider, this seems to be somewhat strange,
but this arrangement enables the govern-
ment to see at once the amount of
stamps sold for the parcels post alone.
It is a simple way of keeping the parcels
post receipts separdte from the receipts
for ordinary mail. For the. present,
stamps will be sold only at the Postoffice
and at the parcels post stations. The.
packages to be mailed are handed to the
c¢lerk in charge who weighs the packages
and ascertains the cost of transmission,
giving the stamps to the person who
sends the package.

By such- an arrangement the clerk is
able to see that all conditions are c¢pm-
plied with. He will see that the pack-
age is not above regulation size and
weight, that it is properly packed, that it
does mnot contair prohibited matter and
that it contams the name and address of
the sender. All the stations have bean
provided with special scales which wili
