The last New Year's reception of the
Taft administration was said by many
who attended, and who have attended
these functiong for wyears, to have beell
the largest public reception within the'
memory of the oldest inhabitant. - The
doors were thrown open at 11 o’clock, and
at 2 o'clock the line of two abreast was
still filing into the front entrance of the
White House. Thisg line, at noon, -when
the diplomats were beginning to leave
the White House for the Pan-American
Bureau, where the Secretary of State and
Mrs. Knox held “their usual New Year
breakfast, extended down the Avenue |
two blocks and round the corner nearly
down to the Corcoran Art Gallery, the
longest line seen in many a day. There
can be no mistake of the popularity of
the President with the people. He shook
handg with more than 7,000 persons.

In as far as socliety folk were con-
cerned there was not as large an at-
tendance as usual, The reception during

the first half hour lacked the wusual

sparkle and go, and one was inclined to}

say ‘“The Kking is dead, long live the
king:;'’” but as soon as the officers of the
Army and Navy, began their progress
through the old mansion a decided change
was manifest. There was an unusually
long line of Army officers, due, no doubt,
to long assoclation with the President,
who, as former secretary of war, is a
more or less familiar friend of the Army

personnel.

DEWEY WITH ARMY.

The Army was led by the chief of
staff, Gen. Leonard Wood, who was ac-
companied by General Miles, and while
the long line of officers’ were passing,
Admiral Dewey was ushered into the

White House, and so was moved along !

in the line of Army officergs to the Blue
Room te the presidential party, much to
the amusement of all, Rear Admiral
Schroeder was, therefore, left as the

leader of the Navy, as its personnel filed

in to greet the President,
The lack of formallty that allowed the

admiral of the Navy to. get mixed up
with the Army was Typical of the whole
reception. There was a lack of formality
felt everywhere, except, perhaps, in the
very beginning, when the President and
his party descended from the e;cond

floor of the White House to the state
apartments on the ground floor. That was
gaid by all who were early comers and
therefore privileged {0 wltness it, to
be the most dignified approach that has
vet been made by President and Mrs.

Taft or any of their recent predecessors
at a reception. The inner corridor was
kept clear of everyone but the aids, four
of whom remained below to point the

way to the Blue Room, and four of whom

ascended to the library to lead the ad-
vance of the procééssion.
