AK” SHIPMENTS | “CUT RATE” RESTRICTIONS

| Question Involving Patented Avr-

ticles Before Supreme Court.

Washington, January 1.-—An attempt to
end restrictions against cut rates on pat-
ented articles will be made before the
Supreme Court of the United States early
in the new year. The court will be urged
to end the ‘‘increasing practice” by manu-
facturers of requiring the retail sale of
their patented articles at a fixed price,
described as often exorbitant.

This decision will be sought in the al-
leged infringement of the patent on a
gas-jet heater. The owner of the patent,
the Kohler Die and Specialty Company,
of Illinois, attached to the device a notice
that the heater was licensed for sale and
use olly wheén sold to the public at not
less than $1.50. A Chicago firm sold the
devices for $1.25 each. A suit for infringe-
ment resulted. The Federal . Circuit Court
for northern Illinois held that a patent-
law right had been violated. A reversal |
of that holﬂling is now sought.

Washington, January 1.—Officials of the
Department of Justice are preparing for a
serious contest over the disputed repeal by
the judicial code a year ago today of the
so-called “criminal appeals’” act. The lat-
ter act gave to the government the right
to carry to the Supreme Court of the
United States criminal cases decided on

some point of law contrary to the govern-
ment's contention.

The {mmediate effect of such a repeal
would be the defeat of the government in
its anti-trust prosecution of the Pacific
and Arctic Railway and Navigation Com-
pany and other transportation interests
for alleged attempts to monopolize trans-
portation in Alaska. It might end the
prosecution of officials of the United Shoe
Machinery Company under the present in-
dictments for alleged combination of the
shoe machinery business in violation of
the Sherman Anti-Trust Law. In both
cases the government has appealed from
adverse decisions on points of law, Dby
virture of the criminal appeals act, during
the last year,

The criminal appeals act was passed in
1907. The judicial code which ‘‘codified,
revised and amended the laws, relating
to the judiciary,” does mnot contain the

Riedelbach was remanded to await a sec-
ond trial. His attorneys said they hoped
to prove that Riedelbach was insane when

The government is pre-
paring to take the position that the code
specifically repealed all laws intended to
be repealed and the failure to include the
criminal appeals act in this list demon-
strates that it was not repealed.

The point may be touched upon in the
argument of the shoe machinery case set
before the Supreme Court for January 6.
In any event it will be practically the
only question argued in the Alaskan Navi-
cation case, set for argument on February
24.

A decision that the appeals act was
repealed would lead probably to agitation
in Congress to have the law re-enacted.
