a8 'a glutton for punishment could desire.

gLEVERNEss WON.

There hwere many arguments before the
contest started as to which of the big
fellows would prove the cleverer. After
the firet brisk exchange of punches 1in
the opening round, the affair resolved 1it-
self into a contest between a clumsy,
“eamrageous fighter and one who, by com-
parison, seemed as clever as Jim Corbett
in his heyday.

It 'did not take the crowd long to de-
cide that Palzer’s sole hope of winning
Jay in the delivering of a knockout punch.
Before the tenth round has passed it was
plain that there was very small chance
of any such thing happening,

Palzer himself discovered that it was
not easy to reach ILuther’'s face in any-
thing like solid fashion and he pinned
his faith to a ﬂght-hnml body punch, ex-
pecting no doubt to crack a rib and turn
the tide of the contest that was flowing
nll too swiftly against him.

MeCarty hit with lightning speed and
hitting at the right time was as nimble
ag a cat on his feet. Over and over
agaln he watched for indications of a left
lead on Palzer’s part and scored in ad-
vance of his opponent. It was rarely
that Palzer landed squarely on Luther’s
face, but it did look as though Al hurt
his man occasionally with the right-hand
gsmashes he placed beneath the heart.
Mhese latter blows connected only when
Palzer’s attack brought him so cloge to
his man that a clinch was unavoidable.
Whenever Luther stood away and boxed,
Palzer was all at sea and the misses he
made brought derision from McCarty’s
supporters among the crowd.

PALZER WAS GAME.

One of the interesting things about
the fight was Palzer's capacity for pun-
jshment. For at least 12 of the 18 rounds
he was steady as a rock under punish-
ment. His head tilted or jerked aside
under the impact of plunging lefts or
rasping rights, but was back to the nor-
mal position in an instant. Even after
his countenance was gashed and stained
a ruby tint he winked in an apparently
care-free, joshing manner at the yelling
