The envoys of Bulgaria, Greece, Monte-
negro and Servia rose in indignation and
volubly protested against this trifiing by
Turkey.

TURKISH CONCESSIONS.

The terins the Turkish

First—The rectification of the Turko-
Bilgarian frontier by making the bound-
ary west of the line now occupied by
the troops of the allieg in the villayet of
Adrianople.

second—The question of the statue of
Adrianople to be settled by Turkey and
Bulgaria direct.

Third—The cession of .the remainder
of European Turkey, including Janina
and Scutari, to the allies.

Fourth—The Albanian and Crotan
questions to be solved by the powers.

Kifth-—The Aegean Islands to remain
Turkish.

Xhe announcement of fhese terms was
wrung from the Ottoman delegates with
the greatest difficulty. They came only
nfter Rechad Pasha had reiterated Tur-
Key's desire to shift the responsibility for
adjudicating all the vital questions to the
great powers and the representatives of
the allies had registered their unchange-
able objections to such a course and plain-
lvy had given the Turks to understand that
the failure of the Ottoman delegates to
embark upon serious negotiations would
be a resumption of hostilities in South-
eastern Europe.

AN EXCITING SESSION.

Today’s sitting was the most moment-
ous and exciting since the beginning of
the conference. ,The Greek Premier, M.
Venizelos, presided, and invited Rechad
Pasha to present the Turkish counter pro-
posals, as the Turks last Monday had
agrecd to do.

Rechad said his interpretation of the
badly transmitted telegrams of the early
week had been correct, his government
proposing to submit all questions at issue,
except Adrianople, to settlement by the
powers. This caused an outburst of in-
dignation which M. Venizelos was hardly
able to put down. Several of the dele-
gates shouted. that it was diignified to
turn such vital matters into a joke,
while others observed that they had not
come all the way to Lonhdon and remained
here for three weeks to hear a proposition
advanced which might have been made
at the time of the armistice was signed.

When relative calm was retored M.
Venizelos, Dr. S. Daneff, leader of the
Bulgarian delegation; M. Novakoviteh,
sServian, and M. Miyuskovitch, Montene-
grin, each for their respective countries,
declared that they would not accept the
proposed mediation by the powers, and
ingisted that the Turkish delegates pre-
sent a practical and defined proposal.

TURKS GIVE IN.

BONE OF CONTENTION.

When it again was resumed Rechad
complied with the request of M. Venizelos,

and in turn was given the written reply |

of the allies. 'This, said the allies, would

maintain their original terms, but for the

sake of discussion they would invite
Rechad to present to the next sitting of
the conference a map of the district of
Adrianople, with the frontier line  pro-
posed by Turkey marked out on it. 'The
conference then adjourned until Friday.
Thus the bone of contention is Adrian-
ople, the last remalning memory of the
might of "Osmanli in Europe. The Bul-
rarians are ready to allow the Turks to
retaln in Adrianople the famous mosque
of the Sultan Selim, the greatest master-
piece of Ottoman architecture, which 18
built on the ruing of a Roman pagan
temple and which rivalg with its 200-foot
high minarets the glory of the Mosque of
St. Sophia in Constantinople. They also
are willing that the Turks shall keep the
muradieh, which was built by Murad L.;
the mosque of Murad IV. and the Bayard
Mosque, which are their main centers in
Adrianople for Mohammedan worship.

PEACE IN SIGHT.

But the Turks refuse to give up
Adrianople. There is an  imperishable
sentiment which makes them crave for
the holy city, the earliest site conquered
by Murad I in 1361. This condition
probably explains today’s sudden yielding
to the allies on other points. Turkey
seemingly hopes by ceding almost all
her territory to be allowed to retain
the only point on which she insists. It
is thought likely she also may be ready

to cede her islands for the sake of seeing !
