GEN. MURRAY DEAD

Former Surgeon General Was Over
Ninety Years Oid.

Gen. Robert Murray, former surgeon
general of the United States Army, died
at his home, 1404 Madison avenue, last
night, from pneumonia.

General Murray was born at Elkridge,
Md., and at the time of his death was 90
vears old. He was a descendant of an
old Maryland family, and was sald to be
the oldest commissioned officer in the
army. After taking up a course of medi-
cine at the University of Pennsylvania,
General Murray joined the Medical Corps
of the army. He fought with much dis-
tinction in the Mexican War. IKor some-
time General Murray lived in San KFran-
cisco, but at the outbreak of the Civil
War he again came East. His promotion
from one rank to another was rapid, and
at Shiloh was in charge of General Grant's
medical department of the army.

He had not been
gone more than 10 minutes before he re-
opened the front door, stumbled across
the threshold and fell to the floor, clasp-
ing his right breast. His shirt was blood-
stained. Frank asked him what had hap-
pened and Lamanna replied that he had
been shot.

Patrolman Lynch, of the Northeastern
district, was summoned and sent in a call
for the auto-ambulance, in which the
vouth was rushed to St. Joseph’s Hos-
pital. He was immediately placed on the
operating table and the physicians probea
for the bullet. but were unable to locate it.
