Little Rock, Ark., January 3.—United
States Senator Jefif Davis died suddenly at
his home here at 1 o’clock this morning
as the result of an attack of apoplexy.

Senator Davis complained of feeling
badly early in the evening, but the fam-
ily physicilan, who was called, did not
regard his condition as serious. At mid-
night the Senator called to his son, who
was in an adjoining room, that he was
ill and to summon a: physician, A doc-
tor arrived half an hour later. ASs he en-
tered the room Senator Davis fell back
on his bed and was dead when the phy-
sician reached him. Up to the time he
called his son Senator Davis had epper

Senator Davis, when he returned home |
from Washington for the holidays, seemed
in his usual health, and yesterday was
on the streets.

During his last pelitleal campaign in
September, there was general commeng
on the fact that he did not use the
vigorous methods that characterized hi3
earlier campaigns. -

Senator Davis is survived by a widow
and seven children. The oldest son,
Wallace, aged 24 years, has been asso-

' ciated with the Senator in his law office.

!

Hig eldest daughter, Miss Bessie, acted
as his private secretary. His other chil-
dren, Janie, Jeff, Jr.; Ina, Lucille and
Lewis, are students in 1local schools.

Senator Davis

was twice married.

United States Senator
the ‘only man enjoying the distinetion
of having been governor of Arkansas for
three terms. He was first elected to the
office in 1900, and held it until 1906, when
he- was elected to the Senate for the
term  beginning the next year.  He was
renominated aft the recent primary over
Congressman Stephen Brundige. As the
legislature is overwhelmingly Democratic,
he would have been re-elected at the ses-
sion of the legislature which will con-
vene this month., He once held the office
of attorney general of Arkansas.

Mr. Davis was born in Little Rlver
county, Ark., in 1862, and was educated
at Russellville, Ark., and at Vanderbilt
University. He was admitted to the bar

at the age of 19.
