Frank M. Ryan, president of the Iron- { |k
workers’ International TUnion, was as-|
signed to work in the carpenter shop. |
Although an ironworker, it was thought -
best because of his age to give him com- !
paratively light work.

Also assigned to the kitchen,
8. Hockin, ‘‘the Tago of the dynamite
conspiracy,” . was handed a mop and put
to swabbing the floors. '

Because of his feeble condition Henry
W. Legleitner, Denver, one of the iron-!
workers’ executive board members, was
given outdor work. He will assist in the |
manufacture. of bricks for new pr’isonll
buildings. -

Peter J. Smith, Cleveland, also was as-
gigned to duties in the carpenter shop.
