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PHILADELPHIAN AND HEIGH-
INGTON SEVERAL DAYS LATE.

ENCOUNTERED HEAVY SEAS
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aged Aboard the Philadelphian,
Which Arrived From Antwerp—
Similar Damage to Other Ship—
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Two overdue British steamships—the
Philadelphian and the Heighington—
reached port yesterday after a terrific
battle with continuous gales and moun-
tainous seas while crossing the Atlantic.
Both vessels sustained ‘damage. The
Philadelphian had two lifeboats smashed,
a numbér of ventilators twisted off and
considerable damage to her deck fittings.
The Helghington, during a heavy blow
when 30 miles north of Bermuda,  had
one lifeboat smashed, ran short of c¢oal
and had to put into St. Michaels to re-
plenish its supply.

The Philadelphian, which sailed from
Antwerp December 13, encountered a suc-
cession of terrific southwest and north-
west gales, accompanied by tremendous
geas. Those on board the ship say it
was the worst passage they ever made
gcross the Atlantic. On Christmas Day
the steamship was hove to for 12 hours,
during which two immense seas swept
over the ship, one on the port and the
other on the starboard side. Each sea
smashed a lifeboat, twisted off ventila-
tors and did considerable damage to deck
fittings. It was dangerous to be on
deck, as the vessel was plunging and
diving, and taking solid green water over
its decks. The worst part of the gale
lasted until noon the following day, when
the sea moderated. The Philadelphian
was three days late and brought about
4,000 tons of general cargo consigned to
the Atlantic Transport Company.

The British steamship Heighington,
which arrived from Batoum, a port on
the Black Sea, was four days overdue.
The Heighington experiéenced practically
the same weather during her voyage as
the Philadelphian. The worst, however,
was met when the ship was about &0
miles north of Bermuda., The vessel was
making slow headway against the gale;
and mountainous seas were washing the |
decks. One huge sea came over the-star-
board beam, crushing.in the lifeboat as
it stood in the chocks. Other minor dam-
age was done about decks.
