tire 60,000 feet of space on the main fioor
is completely taken up with the exhibits,

the wide aisles running north and south:

and the narrower avenues, east and west,

The large crowds which passed 1in-
to the big hall yesterday afternoon and
night prove conclusively that the in-
terest is still on the: increase, and it is
expected by the management that be-
fore the close of the big event on Sat-
urday night there will have attended
the show upwards of 40,000 persons.
