Meeting at Kennels Against Sewer-

age-plant Purchase.

A meeting of the Baltimore county tax-
payers was held yesterday afternoon at
hglf-past four o’clock at the Elkridge

Kennels to: prﬂtest against the gale of

‘the Baltimore Sewerage Company’s plant
‘at Mount Washington to the county. The

meeting had been called by a number

1of representative citizens of Baltimore

county, who in the 'notices sent out
stated that there was a growing feeling
among those who have been following the
proposed purchase that, if the deal
should ‘be consummated, there would be
unjustly placed upon all the taxpayers
of Baltimore county an unnecessary bur-
den of taxation from which no adequate
advantage would be derived. The meet-
ing was addressed by Dr. William H.
Welch, the president of the State Board
of Health; Col. David C. MelIntosh and
Major John 1. Yellott, of Towson.

- The matter of the purchase of the
Mount Washington sewerage plant was
gene into by the speakers. Major Yel-
lott spoke -upon the authority that the
County Commissioners had in the matter

and  said that he thought their action

of purchasing the plant without the sanc-
tion of the. State Board of Health was
illegal. He also stated that he con-
sidered $100,000 a large price to pay for
which was
the amount the County Lﬁmmissiouers
had paid for the plant, was out of all
reason. Dr., Welch explained the power
that the State Board of Health had in
the matter. He also, stated that the
State Board of Health/ had not approved
of the purchase of the plant and was,
not asked its opinion in the matter hy
the County Commissioners. He sald he
considered the action of the County Com-
missioners illegal and that the purchase
of the plant would be a waste of money.

Col. David G. MclIntosh, counsél in
the taxpayers’ suit, sald he ‘was anxious
to know what sort of a deal it was.

county has to be' ashamed of.”

Jameés J. Lindsay, one of the counsel to
the: County Commissioners, objected to
Mr. Offutt's speaking of Dr. Mattfeldt’'s
evidence as stuff.

““Well, -dignify it and sanctify it in
any way you please,” replied Mr. Offutt.

Judge Dubcan said that he did not
think that it was doubted by anyvone that
some sort of a sewage disposal system
was needed in Baltimore county.

Dr. Mattfeldt gave to the court refer-
ences to articles written by Sir William
Osler, Dr. John 8, Fulton and by him-
self, and also to various health reports of
the county. | . .

The cross-éxamination of Dr. Mattfeldt
by Mr. Yellott was concluded; and the re-
direct examination of the witness Dby
Colonel MclIntosh was begun, and will
be resumed this morning, '

In his testimony yesterday Dr. Matt-
feldt again went over all the matters
relative to the purchase of the sewage
disposal plant.

The controversy over the matter is as
bitter. among residents of the county as
it i8 among the lawyers in the case.

feldt both charge that much of the genti-:

chief engineer of the Sewerage Commis-
sion, yesterday afternoon 'in speaking
before the Women'’s Civic League, in Mc-

Coy Hall, on the subject of the wonder- |

ful sewage system which is to render
this city one of the most sanitary in the
world. _

The lecture, which was profusely il-
lustrated with splendid stereopticon
views in black and white, held the in-
terest of the large audience throughout,
for Mr. Hendrick’s explanations of the
picturegs were so delightfully clear that
no one could Hhave failed to understand
them. _

In his brief address preliminary to
the illustrated talk Mr. Henhdrick-told of
what the city is doing to improve con-
“Baltimore,” he declared in
summing up, ‘“Is reconstructing herself

along modern lines from her very foun-
dation up, and all within a very short
period will have lifted herself from one
of the most conservative, behind-the-
time cities to one of the most modern,
up-to-date, progressive cities in the
country.

Only Praise for Mayor.

“People are conplaining of a $2.01
tax,” the speaker continued. *“To my
mind it is really commendable that the
tax rate can be held down to this figure,
with all of these vast improvements un-
der way, when in preceding years, dur-
ing which practically no improvements
were being made, the rate was even
higher than at present.”

hag been of inestimable value in aiding

the Sewerage Commission in' prosecuting
its splendid work. “I have never seen
the Mayor act in any way but for the
best interest of the taxpayers,” he said.
‘“Few people realize the up-to-date, mod-
ern stand the Mayor took in the elimi-
nation of the out-of-door sewer traps,
which eventually will. save the taxpay-
ers between $300,000 and $400,000 on this
one item, Had it not been for the active
co-operation of the Mayor
the improvement of Jones’ Falls would
have been under way yet.”

The speaker then outlined the work in
which he and his associates have been
engaged for several years. Up to date,
he declared, between 300 and 400 miles
of séwers and drains have been con-
structed. For 100 years water and gas
pipes, electrical subways . and scores of
similar obstructions to the building of
a gsewage system have been accumulating
in Baltimore, and enormous difficulties
had to be overcome. In one case which
was described the immense sewer pipe
was successfully laid within 25 feet of
an old and crumbling church tower,
whose foundations extended but
inches below the surface.

When Mr. Hendrick began to shuw his
pictures, which were taken all over the
city and at the disposal plant at Back
River, his audience could faintly realize
the immensity of the work which is con-
tributing so greatly- toward rendering
Baltimore a model city. .A city area of
32 square miles had to be drained and
the sewage disposed of, _.and the en-
gineering world waited with bated

breath while the local commission solved

the problem. It was accomplished by
boldly erecting a stupendous disposal
plant, one of the finest in existence, at
Back River, six miles from the city, and
transferring the sewage there through
immense concrete pipes, so large that on
the completion of the great task the

Governor and a large number of promi- }

nent citizens were driven through its en-
tire length in 16 automobiles.

A Great Undertaking.

Before the problem was attacked Mr.
Hendrick went abroad, where he added
to his knowledge the best hints those
across the water had to give him. Com-

ing back he helped to establish an ex-

periment station at Walbrook, where the
whole plan was worked out carefully.
In telling of how the sewage -is run
through the immense disposal plant so
that the water finally comes out pure
enough to drink and on its way gener-
ates enough electricity to run and light
the plant, the speaker spoke of how, in
passing through beds of crushed rock,

| the poisonous matter acts upon the rock

in such a way as to produce a form of
bacteria, which at once attacks the va-
rious poisons, Kkilling them,

One of the most interesting of the
many pictures shown was that of an old,
dilapidated fence of practically no value.
“The owner of that fence after we had
demolished it wanted to sue us for a
large sum for the destruction of his val-
uable fence,” the speaker said with a
laugh, “but fortunately, as we always
do in similar c¢ircumstances, we had pre?
viously taken a picture of the fence in
question, and there was no suit,”

Mrs. Benjamin W, Corkran introduced
the speaker, and took advantage of the
occasion to put in a plea for Goucher
College, which the city appears to be in
danger of losing.

Hendrick ig the first of a series of three
which are to be given under the auspices
of the league by men prominent in the
various municipal departments.

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Favorable to the Republicans—Of-
ficials Act on Opinion b'y Their
Counsel, Lewis Putzel— Way

Opened for Contest in Courts,

'Whlch Will Be Led by Dav:d M.

| Newbold—-—Republlcan Judges Re-

appointed.

By a decision of the Board of Election

Supervisors of Baltimore yesterday the Re-
publicans are placed on the list as one of
the two leading parties. Under the de-
cision the Progressives do not come within
the provisions of the Maryland law so as
to be considered one of the two leading
parties. The opinion of the Supervisors
was rendered after a careful perusal and

consideration of the opinion of their coun-
sel, Louis Putzel.

While rendering an opinion that the
Progressives are not one of the leading
parties, the Election Supervisors did nog
assume final responsibility for their act..
They paved the way for an appeal to the
courts by which the question may be final-
ly and conclusively settled. They reap-
pointed William H. Sheeler, Jr., and Elijah
F. Beacham as Republican judges of the
First precinct of the Ninth ward. These
reappointments were made on the recom-
mendation of John J. Hanson, chairman
of the Republican City Executive Com-
mittee, and were strictly within accord-
ance of the present law,

There was an object in these reappoint-
ments. The way is opened by them for the
Progressives to appeal to the courts for a
decision to determine finally which should
take its place as one of the two leading
parties; the Republican or the Progressive,

David M. Newbold, counsel for the Pro-
gressives, will test the question at issue in
the highest courts of the state. He will
deny the legality of the reappointment of
Messrs. Sheeler and Beacham,

In his opinion Counsel Putzel, of the
board, ruled that the election laws of
Maryland draw a clean line of cleavage
between the national and state elections.
The opinion 1is a
typewritten pages. Many parts of the state
election statutes are quoted as authorities
for the final ruling. The main point of
the decision is hinged upon the provision
that the Governor shall appoint as super-
vigorg of election three men, two of whom
shall be from the two leading parties of
the state and that in the event of the
death, resignation or removal of any such
official his place shall be filled from the
list of such party as he belonged to at the
time of appointment.

Considering this point and others, which
have a corollary bearing, Mr. Putzel rules
that the Republican party must be consid-
ered one of the two leading parties in the

state until the next state election—ntheﬂ

fall election of 1913.

The board’s decision marks the Dbegin- |

ning of a bitter struggle upon the part of |
the Bull Moose leaders to wrest the power

of a leading party from the Republican |
party, and thus to gain the 4dppointing

power of one-half the election judges and
clerks not only of Baltimore city. but of
the entire State of Maryland. The Pro-
eressives had planned in the event the
board’s opinion was favorable to them to
appeal to Attorney General Poe to make a
similar decision to affect the entire state.
The decision, therefore, was a bitter dis-
appointment to them, as unless the courts
rule in their favor the Progreéssives will
be deprived of hundreds of appointments
which they had believed they practically
had their grasp upon.

In ¢losing his opinion, Mr. Putzel agreed
with the board that the latter should act
promptly to permit an appeal to be made
and further advised that the board make
no fight against the appeal upon any
technicalities. |

SERGT. DAVIS WINS SUIT

Clerical Sergeants at Headquarters
Will Get $30 Weekly.

Judge Gorter, in the City Court yester-
day, held that the salaries
sergeants assigned to  clerical duty at
headquarters will be 830 a week, and in
accordance with the decision, entered a
verdict of $288 in favor of Sergt. Wallace
G. Davis, against the Mayor and Lity
Council.

The suit to test the wvalidity of the act
under which the salaries of these ser-
geants were increased came before Judge
Gorter last Monday upon an agreed state-
ment of facts and arguments as to the
law, = City 'Solicitor Field  appeared for
the city and Attorneys J. Cookman Boyd,
Peter J. Campbell and Robert F. Stanton
for the plaintiff.
