This is accomplished through thﬁ use
of an enlarging lantern' at each station
included in the circuit. This lantern acts
just as the telegraph key, and from it., a
few seconds after the message 1is re-
ceived, ig extracted a small plate—a nega-
tive—Dbearing the chart of beats and ‘a
picture of the organ of life. The electro-
cardiograph has been installed in the
Rockefeller Institute, - the  Washington

For several months the electro-cardio-
graph and 1its kindred instruments, in-
cluding cameras and other implements of
photography, have occupled a small room
adjoining the G, U. clinic of the Johns
Hopkins Hospital. This, under the direc-
tion of Dr. Bond, has been the receiving
station for the wards of the institution.
No patient has ever entered the room, but
the records :of his heart beats have,
through the tiny wires, and these wires
have also carried pictures of the heart
which, were taken by instruments:in the
wards and transmitted to the little room.

The electro-cardiograph consists of
wires, copper plates, electrodes, cameras,
lanters, keys, compensators, accumulators
and other things electric. It is literally
a motion-picture  machine, by which the
condition of patients can be watched by
physicians. and relativea miles Irom tlm
bedside. |

An additional equipment of the electro-
cardiograph is the: enlarging lantern,
which, upon receiving its message,’ casts
its reﬂection upon a Screen, a hundreﬂ
times its size, affording an opportunity for
the closest scrutiny. To students and
speciallsts ‘interested in this study the
shadowgraphs and charts thrown upon the
screen’ tell truthfully the exact edndition
of the subject’s heart and what nourish
ment and treatment it needs most,
