Blaze Started in the Engine-room

and Soon Enveloped the One:
Building — The Other Structures

on the 15-acre Tract Saved—Of-
ficials Do Not Believe the Fire
was of Incendiary Origin, Al-
though an Investigation Will Be
Made — Three - fourths of City’s
Firemen Called to Scene.

otarting in the engine-room, fire last
night soon enveloped the fabricating shop
Of the Carnegie Steel Company, formerly
the Baltimore Bridge Company’s works,
&t Bush and Wicomico streets, and before
the majority of the city’s firemen who re-
sponded to four alarms had extinguished
the blaze, the entire building and its con-
tents were destroyed. The damage ap-
proximates $100,000 and is covered by
insurance. ~

Coming soon after the conviction in
Indianapolis last week of men alleged to
have dynamited and aided in the dynamit-
ing of similar plants, there was consider-
able speculation as to the origin of the

fire. However, officials of the company do

not believe that it was of incendiary
orgin and there is no proof to substan-

tlate any such theory. But not until after:

8 thorough investigation has been mads
will the cause be determined.
Practically all of the export structural
iron material made by the Carnegie Com-
pany is finished at the local plant. Work
- for bulldings and bridges in many coun-
- tries, which was being prepared for ship-
- ment, was damaged. However, elimi-
nating the “building, which was worth
about $50,000, most of the loss was in-
Eu:‘red through damage to machinery and
0o0ls. '

WORK TO BE DELAYED.

Material which is under contract to be
finished at the plant will be delayed in
its completion, although efforts are al-
Yeady under way to use some nearby
sMops for this work. About 190 men were
employed in this building, which is the
largest of those owned by this company,

and situated on about 156 acres of ground:

_ L'WO 1dremen were slightly injured at
' the fire and both received surgical atten-
tion at the department’s ambulance, which
Wasllocated on Bush street, near Wicomico
street. The men injured were:

Jd‘HN L.. SMITH, No. 10 Engine Com-
pany, hurt by a sliver of steel entering
his shoe and piercing his foot.

WILLIAM HUNT, No. 13 Truck Com-
pany, injured about the hand by a piece
of steel.

The building was 270 feet long and 136
feet. wide. It faced Bush street, about
200 feet back of the building line. The
sides were constructed principally of
steel, The steel girders of the roof were
covered with wood and on top of this
was slag.

WATCHMAN ON THE JOB.

It was about 6:45 o’clock when Wil-
llam Shepard, the night watchman, in
making his rounds saw the reflection of
flames in the engine-room, near the cen-
ter of the shop. He quickly pulled the
automatic alarm, No, 14-4-7, in the plant
and then ran into the office. Here sat
S. H, Bland, chief clerk. After notifying
Mr. Bland of the fire the watchman hur-
ried out and turned in a general alarm
from Box 538. He then returned to the
burning shop, but the flames had spread
80 rapidly that he could not enter.

- When the firemen reached the plant the
whole place was ablaze and another, the
third alarm, was sounded, and then the
fourth.
partment responded to this,
Emerich took. charge. The magnitude of
the flames convinced the firemen that
there was little chance of saving the
fabricating -shop, but they threw water

Several companies remained on the Scene |

all night to check blazes which sprang
up here and there in the building.

In the building were the engine-room,
boller-room, machine shop, blacksmith
shop and assembling-room. Many blue
prints were burned, and large and valu-
ible machines, including 40 motors, were
damaged beyond repair.

. PLANT CLOSED AT 6 P. M.

W. H. Wheatley, foreman of shops,
was on the scene .while the fire was at
its height and assisted - the firemen in
‘every possible way.. The plant had
closed about 6 o’clock and all the work-
men had gone to their homes. “I saw

the fire while making my usual rounds,” |
- «sald Mr. Shepard, “and have no idea how

it started.”

Harry D. Bush, general superinten-
dent of the Carnegie plant, was tele-
phoned for and arrived after the blaze
. had been extinguished. ‘I have not the
glightest idea how the fire started,” he
sald, “but I intend to make a thorough
investigation. I cannot believe that 1t
was of incendiary origin.” ; |

Mr. Bush stated that the plant would
immediately be rebuilt and that efforts
will be made to fill all contracts. The
company - carries its own insurance,

which is of an amount sufficient to cover

all losses. The men employed

The fabricating shop, which was con-
gumed, consisted of a series of buildings
constructed of steel and wood and topped
with a slag roof. Though the lower part
of the building was one great room, four
peaks surmounted thé whole. The in-
tense heat generated by the burning wood
under the slag roof carried ‘it over the
entire . structure within a few  minutes

and the flames burst out of the corners,

illuminating the sky long before the fire
apparatus had reached the scene.
Though the fire was discovered in the
southwestern end of the building, the
flames spread rapidly to the eastern sec-
¢on of the building and the roof on this
section was the first to fall. Tons and
tons of steel and burning beams were
carried down to the ground, covering the
- structural steel work:that was ready for
shipment. All this steel and three great
derricks were twisted and bent by the
intense heat, and for a time it was feared
-that the cable holding all the derricks
would break. Workmen c¢losely watched

the heated cables, and an attempt was/|

A few minutes after the arrival of the
city ' fire. department n fire-fighting loco-
motive in the Mount Clare yardsg of the
Baltimoare & Ohio Railroad started’ out
under full ‘steam. for “the scene of the
blaze. It arrived within a few seconds
a bose wag gttached to one of. the
city plugs on Bush street, and in a few
minutes the railroad men had a well-
directed stream of water on the burning
building. Having come from the yards
on the eastbound track. all traffic Dbe-

THE FORMER OWNERS.

While the plant is now owned by -the
Carnegie Company, it formerly belonged
to the Baltimore Bridge Company, which
was organized -"August 19, 1902, and
which succeeded to the business of “the
Structural’ Iron and Steel ' Company.
which - originally started ‘in a' small
wooden shop. The Baltimore Bridge
Company was one of the largest con-
tractors for bridges an¥ steel structural
work in this city, and during the sum-
mer of 1910 was probably awarded the
largest government contract ever given
out to any local concern of its kind, that
of constructing three giant towers to be
erected on the government reservation at
Arlington, Va., for the naval wireless
station, the cost of which aggregated
many thousands of dollars. ¥

It furnished the
steel- work for the following structures in
this city: Bernheimers’ extension, Hotels
Caswell and Junker, Crown Cork-and Seal
factory, Masonic Temple, and furnished

broke out on the fifth floor of the Elite
Laundry Company’s plant at Fayette and
Greecne streets at 10:30 o’clock last night.
As 1t was the fire was confined to the
fiber rubbish truck in which it stdarted,
and several ironing' boards. Had the
fire started in the front end of the room,
which s partitioned off, a serious con-
flagration might have been started, de-
spite the sounding ' of the: automotic
alarm, for the eastern end of the room,
which is used as a dining-room for the

‘hundreds of' girls who work in the plant,

had Dbeen decorated for the Christmas
