Today they frankly ex-
pressed their indignation at the high-
handed proceedings of members of ' the |
library committee in securing the refer-
ence of the bill.

To Fight to the End.

Today, when Mr. Borland, of Misgouri,
who has introduced a bill authorizing the
Lincoln memorial- commission to consider
the propriety of the Gettysburg highway,
asked permission to address the House,
the members of the Library Committee
succeeded in cutting him off. It is sfated
that Speaker Clark, before the Baltimore
convention, declared:  himself in favor of
the Gettysburg . highway, and on the
strength of this declaration secured the
Western Maryland members of the Mary-
land delegation. Since the convention Mr.
Clark’s interest in the Gettysburg high-
way is sald to have waned and he signed
the report of the Lincoln Memorial Com-
mission, of which he was a member.

Friends of the Gettysburg highway are
determined to prevent the passage of the
Senate Dbill at this session. They have
conferred with the Maryland members of |
the House, all of whom, with the excep-
“tion of Mr. Covington, have declared
themselves in favor of the Gettysburg
highway and opposed to the commission’s
plan for a Greek temple. With the ex-
ception of Mr. Dalzell all the Pennsyl-
vania members favor the Gettysburg high-
way. |
