FUND RETURNED

TO BALTIMOREANS WHO CON-
~ _TRIBUTED TO IT.

REASONS FOR THIS ACTION

Local Fund Raised on Belief That
Memorial Would Be Er'e;:.ted in
Washington — This Plan Was
Changed, Together With Sug-
gestion That Baltimore Contri-
butions Be Turned Over to Na-

tional Committee.

Mr. Robert M. Rother, president of
the Hopkins Place Savings Bank and
treasurer” of the Baltimore Carl Schurz
memorial committee, will today return
to the Daltimore contributors to the
Carl Schurz memorial fund the contribu-
tions made by them to that fund,

In 1907 the Baltimore committee was
organized to co-operate with the New
York (or national) committee in raising
funds for the purpose of erecting a suit-
able memorial to Carl Schurz. It was
not then determined where the memorial
would be placed, but the Baltimore com-

mittee, feeling that the city of Wash-

ington was the proper place for it, so-
licited contributions on that condition.

Last June, when it became apparent that
the memorial would not be erected in
Washington, the executive committee of
the Baltimore committee formally
quired of the New York committee to
learn its plans.
the national committee had
to erect the Schurz memorial in New
York; that the contracts had all been
let and that the work was so near com-
pletion that the official dedication of the
memorial would doubtless take place
next May. The New York committee
had further undertaken the publication
of Mr. Schurz’s works abnd that it was
also planned to place a memorial at
Hampton Institute to commemorate Mr.
Schurz’ work: for the colored race. It
i8 also contemplated fo establish a chair
or scholarships at Harvard or at Colum-
bia to commemorate the German eléement
in Mr. Schurz’ life and finally to benefit
in some way the cause of civil service
reform by connecting Mr. Schurz’ name
with a, permanent establishment of some
kind.

The New York committee suggested
that inasmuch g8 its funds were not suf-
ficient to carry out all these projects
the Baltimore contributions be turned
over to the national committee.

The officers of the Baltimore commit-
tee were: Daniel T, Gilman, chairman of
the executive committee; Robert M.
Rother, treasurer; A. Morris Tyson, sec-
retary. These gentlemen, together with
Messrs. Louis P, Hennighausen, Henry
Barton Jacobs, Judge John C., Rose,
Joseph Packard and Fabian Franklin,
constituted the executive committee.

Since the death of Professor Gilman
Mr. Hennighausen has acted as chair-
man, The executive committee, after a
careful discussion of the situation, de-
cided to return to the Baltimore con-
tributors the amounft of their subscrip-
tions ~and at the same time lay Dbefore
them the suggestion of the national com-
mittee that they turn over the contribu-
tion originally made by the Baltimore
committee to the mnational committee.
Accordingly, Mr. Rother has mailed to
every contributor a check for the amount
of his original contribution, together
with the interest which has accrued on

TO REBUILD BIG PLANT

Carnegie Fire Attributed to Defect-

ive lnsulation.

Announcement was made yvesterday by
H. 'D. Bush, general superintendent of
the Carnegie Steel Company’s warehouse
and fabricating shop, which was de-
stroyed by fire Thursday night, that the
big plant “will be rebuilt with the' least
possible delay. '

After a prolonged investigation into the
probable origin of the fire the officials,
after consulting with members of the
Salvage Corps, have arrived at the con-
clusion that the blaze was caused by de-
fective insulation. The investigators
found that several electric wires were
badly frayed and in some places de-
nuded of their rubber covering.

Not only will “rebuilding on the old
site commence almost immediately, but
according to. Superintendent : Bush, the
new plant will probably be on a larger
scale than before, so. as to meet the in-
creasing volume  of business. - |

The fire underwriters and others who
inspected the
plant declared yesterday afternoon that
they were inclined to place the total loss
at not more than $50,000.. The damage
was confined mostly to ‘the main
building.

But little damage was found to have
been done to the stock, wliich was scat-
tered over nearly two acres of ground.
According  to Superintendent Bush, the
heavy -work ahead for the export trade
can be resumed within a couple of days,
and will proceed while the smouldering
ruing are being cleared away for the new
structure. Over 2750 men are being em-
ployed in the big plant, and many of

The balance on hand in the free school

fund on October 1, 1911, was $9,103.45,

 and the receipts to this fund during the

year amounted to $71,418.49. The funds
received, added to the sinking fund dur-
ing the year, amounted to $601,284.42.
The total receipts, including left. over
balance in both funds, were $681,806.36.
The disbursements from the free school
fund were $74,261.94, and from the sink-
ing fund $546,5676.59. The total disburse-
ments equaled $620,838.53. This leaves a

| balance on hand October 1, 1912, in the

school fund of $6,260, and in the sinking
fund $54,707.83.

The following recommendations were
included in the report, which covers
many typewritten pages:

“If the comptroller’s department is
not hedged about by any statutory law
we would recommend the discontinuance
of the voucher system now in use. A
combination of voucher, such as is now
used by the comptroller’s department
with the check now in use by the treas-
urer’s department, in our opinion, . will
gserve the purpose at a less amount of
expenditure, both: of time and money.
‘Of course, .we recognize the fact that
these voucher checks must be filed so
that they will be convenient and acces-
sible to both departments, and that the
paying warrant bears the name of the
bank and the voucher check number of
the paying warrant. If this is found to
be impracticable a combination as out-
lined above with the voucher so arranged
so that it can be detached after the
voucher-check has been
bank and returned to the treasurer’s de-
partment.

“We recommend the keeping of the bank
balances on a ledger. 'The present sys-
tem in use in the treasurer’s office is as
follows: Two sets of bank pass books
are kept, one the ‘office,” which is in lieu
of keeping the balances on the check
book, into which are entered the ae-
posits as they are made and, the checks
as they are drawn. Periodically the
‘bank’ pass books are balanced by the
banks and reconcilement made with bal-
ances as shown by the ‘office’ books. We
are of the opinion that a more satise
factory record could be kept on a loose-

leaf bank form ledger without any extra,

work on the part of' the office force. The
balance in the hands of the banks
could be ascertained at any time, quickly
and accurately. Aslide from the above
suggestions the papers, books -of ac-

count, etc., are in good condition, show- |
{ ing care and atention in detail, and the

system as a whole 1is worthy of com-
mendation.”
