All. the delegates understood this, irr-
cluding Rechad Pasha, who. lost the calm
diplomatic impassibility of the first days
of the conference. AS an able feucer he
quickly tried to parry the stroke of his
opponent and annul the gravity of M.
Miyvuske ‘ch’s  statement by declaring
that he oelieved that he would be able
to resume Saturday afternoon discussion
on the points objected to. As the allies
had no objection, the sitting was ad-
journed until tomorrow afternoon.

KING FERDINAND’S THREAT

Bulgaria Will Not Hesitate at New

A FLOOD AT SALISBURY

Wind Makes High Tide in Wlcam-

ico River.

Salisbury, Md., January 3.—So far
back as the oldest citizen of this city
can remember there has never been a
wind storm so furious as the one that
swept this section today. The storm
started about 6 o'clock this morning and
continued in full force untll after 6 thig
evening. By 11 o’clock the Wicomico
River had risen untlil the banks were
overflowed, and continued to rise rapidly
until all the lower part of the city,
known as California, was flooded. -

The water tonight was from three to
five feet deep on Main street extended
and on Lake and Fitzwater streets. In
many of the homes the water was over
a foot deep on the first floor. A large
number of chickens were drowned, as
well as several hogs, which could not he
removed to a higher part of the city in
time to escape the flood.

Large trees were blown across the
streets in all parts of the city, and in
hundreds of houses windows and shut-
ters were broken.

SUDDEN DROP TO ZERO

A Snowstorm . at Cumberland Adds

to the Discomfort.
Special Dispatch to The American,

Cumberland, Md., January 2. —Starting
with a heavy rain this morning, a bit-
ter winter storm broke over this locality
today, lasting until late in the evening.
Telephone and telegraph poles and wires
were torn down, windows smashed and
houses unroofed. Cumberland was cut
off from the outside world by telephone
at mnoon.

At Frostburg and west of Cumberland
great damage was done by the gale. The
temperature at Frostburg went rapidly
down below zero and pedeéstrians had to
make their way through wind and snow.

The Staunton Building cupola, was
blown off, the roofs of the Fisher and
Wittlg - Buildings were partly torn off
and a corner of the Gross Building was
carried away and many trees were up-
rooted.

A RIP-ROARING WIND

Traveled Seventy-five Miles an Hour

Over Richmond.

Special Dispatch to The American,
Richmond, Va., January 3.—Between

$15,000 and $25,000 damage was done in
this city today by a 62-mile gale, which

swept the city from 9 o’clock this morn-

ing and had subsided but slightly after
dark. The velocity of the wind was the
greatest in the history of the Jocal
weather bureau, and exceeded the high
mark of 61 miles an hour made February
10, 1909. At times the wind reached 75
miles an hour, and as a consequence awi-
ings were wrenched from the tall office
buildings, windows were smashed and
pedestrians had narrow escapes from fly-
ing glass, falling trees and telephone poles.

The greatest damage was done at the
plant of the Surbrug Tobacco Company, 9
North Twenty-second street, at 10 o’clock,
when a water tank standing 85 feet was
blown upon a tobacco warehouse, causing
an estimated damage of $10,000. The
water flooded the plant and did consider-
able damage to the stock of 50 hogsheads
of tobacco. |

One of the freaks of the storm occurred
on Allen avenue, when a delivery wagon
was turned completely over by the wind,
the driver being caught under the wagon
and badly bruised. Uprooted trees, roof-
less sheds and dismantled chimneys are
seen onh every hand.

DANCERS HELD UP

Spent Many Hours on Road Dur-

ing Fierce Storm.

members of a dancing party who mo-
tored to Hurlock, Md., had a frightful
experience when returning. The party
left Hurlock, which is 20 miles distant,
at 3 A. M. They had covered about half
the distance when they were caught in a
violent wind and rain storm. A cloud-
burst made the roads practically im-
passable. Not one of the party reached
home until nearly 8 o°clock. -
Mrs. Dallas Marvil, who chaperoned
the party, was held a prisoner with five
yvoung girls for six hours, the gasoline
having given out. Mr. and Mrs. Samuel
Culver were thrown violently out and
seriously injured, when their car skidded.
The machine of ‘Hanson Walters was
blown over and -wrecked, the top being
blown 50 yards.

A Tug Beached and Enormous Dam-"

IFour coal barges were swept ashore at
the Battery, a tug was sunk and numer-
ous small craft damaged by the high
waves Kicked up in the bay, while on
land thousands of deollars’ worth of plate
glasy windows were shattered by the
terrific blasts of wind that bombarded
Manhattan Island.

Half a dozen stores on Fifth avenq@*

had their show windows blown out and
their contents shattered to pieces, One
of the stores thus damaged was that of
the Davis Collamore Company, china and

cut glass importers, at Fifth avenue and j

Forty-eighth street. Two thousand dol-
lars’ worth of cut glass and china in the
window was destroyed.

The windows of Thorley’s floral estab-
lishment, at the northwest corner of
Fifth avenue and Forty-sixth street, also
were shattered. '

THREE HEAVY STORMS,

The storm that raised all this havoce iS
only one of three now raging in' widely
separated sections of. the country. It
did more damage than the other two put
together, however, putting all telegraph
wires south of Atlanta out of commission
and causing grave fears to be felt for
the ships in the Atlantic fleet that were
gathered in Hampton Roads, preparatory
to practice on the Southern drill* grounds,

Next in violence was a windstorm in
the Middle West, which leveled scores of
wires between here and Chicago. At one
time, during the forenoon, only five wires
were working between the two cities.

The third storm area was in the states
of Washington and Oregon. Hundreds of
wires were prostrated by the heavy blow
there, the telegraph companies said.

At 2 o'clock this afternoon the barome-
ter in the local weather bureau regis-
tered 28.65, the lowest point it has reached
in years.

Torn from the tug that was towing
them from the Hudson into the KEast
River by the heavy gale that struck
port, four coal barges were swept onto
the rocks that surround the Battery sea-
wall and badly damaged. :

The first one to strike had such a big
hole ripped into her bow that she filled
and sank immediately. A man, woman
and child aboard this barge were rescued
by the persons on the other barges,
which fortunately backed into the sink-
ing vessel before it passed completely
under water. A throng saw the rescue.

Hundreds of people were in DBattery
Park when the accident occurred. They
were watching the huge clouds of spray
that the big waves, kicked up by the
gale, were dashing over the seawall, when
the tug and the four barges, each con-
taining 10,000 tons of coal, tried to make
the turn around
East River.

Their attention was directed
barges when they saw them suddenly
back away from the tug and then drift
sideways in the direction of the seawa}l.

two.

AN EXCITING SCENE.

As the helpless barges neared the wall
the one that had been on the end of the
line swung around and then was swept
bow-on upon the rocks at the foot of the
wall. As it struck the man in charge of
this barge brought his wife and chiild out
of the cabin at its stern and signaled
wildly for assistance to th_e men on the
other barges. They got lines ready to
throw to him, but their own craft soon
backed into the sinking one and they
were enabled to lift the trio aboard her

to safety on their decks. ,

one tugboat to beach his craft at the
Battery.

In
Brooklyn, William Maher, a painter, was
blown from a scaffold and killed and three
small children were injured by boards and
fire-escape ladders blown from buildings.

Many {freakish incidents marked the
storm’s progress. Wagons were overturned
and a bicycle policeman blown from his
machine on an KEast River bridge. Two
runaways with serious results were caused
by flying paper, the horses crashing
through plate-glass windows into stores.

A man working in a coal yard was
blown 85 feet into a coal pocket and may
die from his hurts. In Phillipsburg, N. J.,
a four-story building collapsed and a man
was dug out alive from its ruins.

In another he referred with much feeling
to the death of one of his friends in New
York, and added: “Dr. Armitage used to
say that when a man passed 50 he wants
to cultivate young friends or he will soon

' find himself alone in the world.’”

Mr. Rockefeller was continually writing
of home and of his desire to get back to
America.
