the rounds of the coops from early in
the afternoon till long after nightfall.
Another feature that is highly gratify-
ing to those in charge bf the mammoth
affair is the nnmber of exhibitors coming
from the Eastern Shore who have never
had their birds in competition at the
local displays, but are very enthusiastic
over their treatment here and promise to
- ¢come back with twice or three times as
many at the next annual show. The
ducks and geese, mostly from that sec-
tion of the gtate, make a fine showing
and hold their own with any other birds
of their class in the state. One of the

castle is the American Water Fowl Farm,
of Still Pond, Kent county. In looking
over the magnificent array of fancy and
blooded fowl many persons are attracted
simply by pedigrees, etc.,, when, to a
more liberal-minded person, other birds
have their merits and advantages in their
special line of Dusiness, even though
their breeding is not so lofty.

There are also decoy geese
which operate in exactly the same man-
ner.  When the late Grover C(leveland
hunted ducks in the vicinity of Hog
Island, on the Virginia coast, he had ac-
cess to ‘decoy geese, and pronounced
them marvels of the age. '
~ The Indian runner duckg are  also,
iargely exhibited, and have. almost a
similar vocation in life and are used to
some extent down on Currituck Sound
and other Southern waters, where, by
their peculiar whistle or call, they are
made to attract other ducks to within
- gunshot, and the slaughter follows.
